The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Smt. Rukmani Gupta w/o Shri Jitender Gupta, r/o- G-9/19, Sangam Vihar, Delhi-110062, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of HAH Centenary Hospital, Hamdard Institute of Medical ciences & Research, Hamdard Nagar, New Delhi-110062 in the treatment administered to the complainant.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 21st November, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Rukmani Gupta w/o Shri Jitender Gupta, r/o- G-9/19, Sangam Vihar, Delhi-110062 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of HAH Centenary Hospital, Hamdard Institute of Medical Sciences & Research, Hamdard Nagar, New Delhi-110062(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) in the treatment administered to the complainant.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Medical Superintendent of HAH Centenary Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Reva Tripathi, Dr. Sumedha Sharma, copy of medical records HAH Centenary Hospital and other documents on record. 
The Executive Committee notes that the complainant underwent Post partum sterilization on 01st December, 2015. The complainant attended Hospital on 17thJuly, 2017  for her missed period. The doctor has advised ultrasound for confirmation of pregnancy and to rule out ectopic pregnancy. It is presumed  that once the sterilization has been done, the patient does not want to have pregnancy in future. There are inherent risk of failure of pregnancy after sterilization. Infact informed consent obtained by HAH Centenary Hospital makes the mention of chances of sterilization failure. Therefore medical abortion was advised and patient was planned for resterilization after the patient comes  back  with  ultrasound  report  and  intrauterine pregnancy  is confirmed.  In this case however, no active intervention took place for the patient. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made  out  on  the  part  of  doctors  of  HAH  Centenary  Hospital,  Hamdard Institute of Medical Sciences & Research, Hamdard Nagar, New Delhi-110062(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) in the treatment administered to the complainant. 
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 21st November, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 12th January, 2018.
