O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Vicky Saini, S/o Shri Jai Prakash Saini, R/o F-999, New Usmanpur, Delhi-110053, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Chacha Nehru Hospital, Geeta Colony, Delhi-110051 in the treatment administered to complainant’s daughter baby Lavi, resulting in her death on 12.09.2017.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 30th May, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a  complaint of Shri Vicky Saini, S/o Shri Jai Prakash Saini, R/o F-999, New Usmanpur, Delhi-110053, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Chacha Nehru Hospital, Geeta Colony, Delhi-110051 in the treatment administered to complainant’s daughter baby Lavi, resulting in her death on 12.09.2017.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Anup Mohta, Director, Chacha Nehru Bal Chikitsalaya, enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Manish Kumar, and Dr. Chhabi Ranu Gupta, copy of medical records of Chacha Nehru Bal Chikitsalaya and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observes that the patient baby Lavi a 5 years old female was admitted on 18.08.2017 with an admitting diagnosis of liver abscess. The diagnosis of liver abscess was based on history, clinical examination, imaging and blood tests. The management of the patient with antibiotics initially, is within accepted norms. Failure of response to antibiotics lead to aspiration, which is also accepted approach. Despite continued antibiotics and medical management the response was suboptimal; hence a surgical opinion was taken. The surgeon aspirated mucoid fluid, which on cylology confirmed the diagnosis of a liver tumor.  Liver tumors can mimick inflammatory condition such as liver abscess. Liver tumor can bleed, causing death also. The line of management and investigation was appropriate; the patient died due to her underlying condition which carried a poor prognosis.  
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Chacha Nehru Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter baby Lavi. 
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 30th May, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th July, 2018.
