O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Surender Kumar Arora r/o- House No.223/15, Quilla Mohalla near Shiv Mandir, Bahadurgarh, Dist. Jhajjar, Haryana, forwarded by the Medical Council of India alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. A.K. Grover of Vision Eye Centre, in the treatment administered to complainant. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 08th June, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Surender Kumar Arora  r/o- House No.223/15, Quilla Mohalla near Shiv Mandir, Bahadurgarh, Dist. Jhajjar, Haryana,(referred hereinafter as the complainant) forwarded by the Medical Council of India  alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. A.K. Grover of Vision Eye Centre,(referred hereinafter as the said Centre) in the treatment administered to complainant.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. A.K. Grover, copy of medical records of Vision Eye Centre and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observes that the complainant was operated for cataract extraction with IOL implantation in right eye on 09th September, 2016. During the surgery posterior capsular tear, a known complication occurred, which was managed as per protocol. In post operative follow up on 16.09.2016, vision was recorded as 6/24P. He was advised VR surgery on 19.09.2016 both by Vision Eye Centre as well as Khanna Eye Centre with guarded visual prognosis for retinal detachment and retained lens matter. The VR surgery with silicon oil injection was performed on 21.09.2016.  Post operative records show attached retina, both by Vision Eye Centre and Bharti Eye Centre. The vision acuity recorded on 06.10.2016 in Bharti Eye Centre was counting finger 1 metre. On 09.11.2016 the complainant was again operated for VR for membrane removal under silicon oil, at Vision Eye Centre. The Vision recorded on 24.12.2016 is 6/60 (improved to 6/24P in hole). On 22.02.2017 the Vision reduced to finger counting 3 metres (Pin hole improving to 6/24 and retina settled). On 26.04.2017 the silicon oil was removed. It is noted that as per the prescriptions dated 20.05.2017 of Mittal Eye Care and Retina Centre the vision recorded was 6/60. On 16.06.2017 the vision was recorded as 6/60 and improving to pinhole 6/24. 
We are of the opinion that the complainant during the surgery done on 09th September, 2016 suffered from a known complication of posterior capsular tear and the same was managed as per protocol. Subsequently he was diagnosed to have retinal detachment with retained lens matter. This was managed by performing VR surgery. High myopia, treated myopia by radial keratotomy, lasered lattice and retinal detachment have guarded prognosis postoperatively. 

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the complainant was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases and primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. A.K. Grover of Vision Eye Centre, in the treatment administered to complainant.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 08th June, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th July, 2018.
