Order

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Mohd. Tahir Hussain, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of respondent  in the treatment administered to complainant’s son late Mohd. Tariq, resulting in his death on 29th September, 2004 at Escorts Hospital & Research Centre, Faridabad.. 

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, reply of Dr A.K.Dubey,Medical Supdt Escorts Hospital made to Directorate of Health Services, copy of medical records of Escorts Heart Institute & Research Centre, New Delhi, Escorts Hospital & Research Centre, Faridabad ,  and other documents on record as supplied by Directorate of Health Services. Dr A.K..Dubey, Medical Supdt, Escorts Hheart Institute & Research Centre was heard in person. The complainant did not turn up for the hearing, in spite of notice. He sent an intimation expressing his inability to attend the hearings held by the Council in this matter.

It is observed that the complainant’s son late Mohd.Tarique, was admitted in Escort’s Heart

Center & Research Centre, Delhi on 24.8.2004 through the emergency on being referred from Noida Medical center as a case of Rheumatic Heart Disease with severe MR. After clinical examination and investigations, the patient was found to be suffering from Rheumatic Heart Disease with severe Mitral Regurgitation with infective endoconditis with congestive cardiac failure with altered sensorium with probable intracranial bleed with acute glomerulonephitis and severe anaemia. The patient had been suffering from Rheumatic Heart Disease since 1995. During the hospitalization the patient was examined and seen by various consultants as per needs since the patient was having multiorgan/multisystem involvement in his disease. Considering the prevailing clinical status, Mitral valve replacement was done on 21.9.2004 with the aim to provide maximum possible symptomatic relief to the patient. The progress was smooth and the patient was transferred to the ward on 27.9.2004 in a stable well-oriented condition. On 29.9.2004 the patient developed massive intracranial bleed resulting in headache, altered sensorium leading to unconsciousness. He was intubated for ventilatory support and C.T. done at that time revealed massive intracerebral bleed with mass effect. Considering the probable neurosurgical intervention the patient was transferred to Escorts Faridabad neurosurgical center as the Escorts Okhla center has only cardiac facilities. The Patient however succumbed to his illnesses at the Faridabad center on the same day i.e.29.9.2004 at 5p.m.

It is observed that the treatment and care provided to the patient at Escorts Heart Institute & Research Centre was adequate as per prevailing clinical practices. The surgery of Mitral Valve replacement was performed as class I indication on the patient. Patient, however, unfortunately bled in the postoperative period, which is a known risk in these subsets of patients. Proper protocol was found to have been followed during the treatment and no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of the respondent.

Complaint stand disposed.
