The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Ashok Kumar, r/o- House No.623, Shiv Colony, Ward No.26, Rewari, Haryana, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of GB Pant Hospital in the treatment of complainant’s wife Smt. Parwati, resulting in her death on 22.04.2017.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 24th April, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Ashok Kumar, r/o- House No.623, Shiv Colony, Ward No.26, Rewari, Haryana (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of GB Pant Hospital (referred hereinafter  as the said Hospital) in the treatment of complainant’s wife Smt. Parwati (referred hereinafter as the patient), resulting in her death on 22.04.2017.

The Executive Committee perused  the complaint, joint written statement of Dr. Sanjay Tyagi, Dr. Girish MP, Dr. Mohit D. Gupta of G.B. Pant Hospital and other documents  on record.
The Executive Committee notes that it is allegation of the complainant that the patient who required admission at G.B. Pant Hospital for her poor clinical condition was treated on OPD basis, as a result she died and the same constitutes an act of medical negligence on the part of doctors of G.B. Pant Hospital
The Executive Committee observes that the patient a 40 years old female was  a   case  of  Rheumatic  Heart  Disease  Moderate  MS  (Mitral Stenosis)

/Moderate MR (Mitral Regurgitation) / Atrial fibrillation with fast ventricular rate  and LA clot. She needed no interventional treatment from cardiology stand point, hence did not require admission. The patient was managed as per standard practice guidelines and prescribed oral anticoagulation for her medical condition, during her OPD consultation. While patient’s death is regrettable, there appears to be no shortcoming in the management by doctors  of GB Pant Hospital. 
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that late Smt. Parwati  was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by the doctors of GB Pant Hospital and primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of GB Pant Hospital in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Parwati.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 24th April, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 25th May, 2018.
