O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a reference (No. F35/16/CDRF-IV/2017/2051) from President/Judicial Magistrate First Class, Consumer Disputes Redressal Forum-(IV), NE Govt.  of NCT. of Delhi, Bunkar Vihar; D.C. Office Complex, Nand Nagri, Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of case no: CC 35/16 titled Surender Sharma V/s. Apollo Munich Health Insurance Co. Ltd.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th Apriil, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a reference (No. F35/16/CDRF-IV/2017/2051) from President/Judicial Magistrate First Class, Consumer Disputes Redressal Forum-(IV), NE Govt.  of NCT. of Delhi, Bunkar Vihar; D.C. Office Complex, Nand Nagri, Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of case no: CC 35/16 titled Surender Sharma V/s. Apollo Munich Health Insurance Co. Ltd.
The Executive Committee perused the ref No. F35/16/CDRF-IV/2017/2051 from President/Judicial Magistrate First Class, Consumer Disputes Redressal Forum-(IV), NE Govt.  of NCT. of Delhi and other documents submitted therewith. 
The Executive Committee notes that Shri. Surender Sharma suffered from fracture of right lower leg on 22/7/2015, for which he was admitted to Jyoti Nursing Home on 22/7/2015 and was treated for the same by Dr. Kalra, Ortho Surgeon. He was discharged from the hospital on 24/7/2015. The investigations done during this admission did not reveal any abnormality other than fracture right tibia. He attended the same hospital on 31/7/15 and 14/8/15 for follow up of fracture right lower leg. On 14/8/15, he had pain abdomen with nausea for which he was admitted to Jyoti Nursing Home and received treatment for the same. The investigations revealed that he had renal concretions, cystitis and prostatitis. The discharge ticket also mentions that he was a  follow  up  case  of 
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fracture right leg. He was discharged on 16/8/15 with advice to continue treatment for pain abdomen, for which he bought the required medicines. He subsequently followed up at the hospital on 1/9/15, 2/9/15 and 8/9/15 for fracture leg.
In view of the above, the Executive Committee makes the following observations:-
1) Shri. Surender Sharma was genuinely suffering from fracture right lower leg from 22/7/2015 to 14/8/2015 and received treatment from Jyoti Nursing Home as an admitted patient from 22/7/2015 to 24/7/2015 and as an outpatient on 31/7/15, 14/8/15, 1/9/15, 2/9/15 and 8/9/15.

2) Shri. Surender Sharma suffered from Pain Abdomen on 14/8/2015 for which he received treatment at Jyoti Nursing Home as an admitted patient from 14/8/2015 to 16/8/2015. This illness was a new illness without any relevant history of similar illness in the past.

The admissibility of claim from the insurance company may be decided on the basis of the above observations.
Matter stands disposed.”
