Order

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Ravinder Kaur r/o. A-16, Gurudwara Bala Sahib Complex, Ring Road, New Delhi – 110014, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to complainant’s husband late Shri Satinder Singh Sodhi at Metro Hospital & Heart Institute, 14, Ring Road, Lajpat Nagar-IV, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital). 

The Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr Praveen Kulshrestha, Dr Azmat Karim, M.S. Metro Hospital & Heart Institute and copy of medical records of Metro Hospital & Heart Institute and Guru Harkrishan Hospital, Ring Road. The following were heard in person: -

It is observed that Late Satinder Singh Sodhi (referred hereinafter as the patient) was admitted in the emergency of the said Hospital on 8th June 2005 on being referred from Guru 

Harkrishan Hospital. At the time of admission the patient was suffering from extensive anterior wall MI and was in cardiogenic shock (on dopamine support). The patient developed complete heart block and became dyspnoeic, while he was being taken to cath lab for examination following which he was put on ventilator and temporary pacemaker. He was also provided with intra aortic balloon pump. Coronary angiography done at that time revealed double vessel disease with 100% proximal occlusion in LAD with thrombus burden

and LCX 90% stenosis in distal AV groove. Considering the prevailing clinical conditions, PTCA and stenting along with thrombosection of LAD with intergrilim infusion was done along with other drugs support. However inspite of all these measures, the patient succumbed to his illnesses at 8.40 p.m. on the same day. The Council observes that the patient was rightly taken up for angioplasty, as that was the only treatment option left for that patient at that moment of time. The serious condition of the patient and the risks involved in the management/treatment were intimated to the relatives present at that time. The treatment provided was within known professional practices and no medical negligence could be attributed. 

Misunderstanding might have caused agitation in the mind of the complainant that has resulted in this complaint. During the hearing most of these misunderstandings were cleared to the satisfaction of both parties and they agreed to resolve the financial issue also amicably.

Complaint stands disposed.
