O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from the Police Station Lajpat Nagar, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Meenakshi Saini r/o 267, Masjid Moth, Near Udaya Park, New Delhi-110049, alleging medical negligence on the part of Moolchand Khairati Ram Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother Smt. Premlata, resulting in her death on 24.09.2018.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 26th March, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from the Police Station Lajpat Nagar, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Meenakshi Saini r/o 267, Masjid Moth, Near Udaya Park, New Delhi-110049 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Moolchand Khairati Ram Hospital(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother Smt. Premlata (referred hereinafter as the patient), resulting in her death on 24.09.2018.

The Executive Committee perused the representation from the police, written statement of Dr. Madhu Handa Medical Administrator of Moolchand Hospital enclosing therewith written statement Dr. Srikant Sharma, copy of medical records of Moolchand Hospital and other document on record. 

It is noted  that  the patient Smt. Premlata  60years  old female, a diagnosed diabetes mellitus with hypothyroidism, had presented to Moolchand Hospital with history of recent travel (to Goa) where she had developed fever, cough and breathlessness and vomiting. She was admitted on 22nd September, 2018 as diabetes mellitus with LRTI with sepsis and started on antibiotics, I.V. fluids, pending investigations. Periodic notes of treating doctors are available. On 23rd September, 2018, 1:00 am, patient was planned to be shifted to ICU and was in ICU at 1:15am, where patient was put on NIV ( non invasive ventilation) and monitored, further investigated and managed. Patient had deteriorated, as chest was involved bilaterally. On 23rd September, 2018 12:00 noon, patient was electively intubated, put on IPPV and ARDS protocol initiated. Patient’s conditioned continued to worsen with diabetic ketoacidosis and patient was on inotropic support at 11:00pm post CPR. On 24th September, 2018, 3:00am, patient was on dual inotropic support and unfortunately succumbed at 9:00 am on 24th September, 2018.  It is observed that the patient had received doxy cycline as well as oseltamavir w.e.f 23rd September, 2018 morning which takes care of swine flu/influenza and atypical infection like scrub typhus. Investigations for widal dengue /chikungunya had also been done.  Also, as per records patient had omitted her medicines while her travel in the preceding period to her terminal illness. 

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the Smt. Premlata was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by doctors of Moolchand Khairati Ram Hospital and primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors Moolchand Khairati Ram Hospital in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother Smt. Premlata .

Matter stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 26th March, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th March, 2019.
