The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined an Order dated 16.10.2018 of Shri Hemraj Learned Principal Magistrate Juvenile Justice Board-II, Delhi Gate, New Delhi in case FIR no. 297/18 PS Sangam Vihar, wherein, certain observations had been made against the doctor who had prepared the MLC No. 13981 at Batra Hospital & Medical Research Centre. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 18th January, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined an Order dated 16.10.2018 of Shri Hemraj Learned Principal Magistrate Juvenile Justice Board-II, Delhi Gate, New Delhi in case FIR no. 297/18 PS Sangam Vihar, wherein, certain observations had been made against the doctor who had prepared the MLC No. 13981 at Batra Hospital & Medical Research Centre.

The Executive Committee perused the Order dated 16.10.2018 alongwith Medical Legal Report No. 13981 dated 29.07.2018 of Batra Hospital and Medical Research Centre.
It is noted that the Learned Principal Magistrate, Juvenile Justice Board-II, Delhi Gate, Delhi in his order dated 16.10.2018 has observed that as per allegations in the PIR, the complainant has alleged the allegation of stabbing against the CCL. The opinion in the MLC has come as simple. However, a careful reading of the MLC, a laceration wound of 4x3 cm in the left side periumbilical area with subcutaneous tissue exposed was noticed by the concerned doctor. The FIR was lodged u/s 323 IPC but later on converted into u/s 324 IPC. Prima facie offence u/s 307 IPC is made out. The IO and SHO have deliberately attempted to shield the CCL from punishment which could have been given to him. Issue notice to the IO and SHO to appear in person to explain as to why process for commission of offence u/s 217 IPC against them be not initiated. Copy of order be also sent to the DCP concerned who shall conduct an enquiry and file report thereof. At the same time notice be also issued to the Medical Council of Delhi, which is directed to conduct an enquiry regarding the conduct of the concerned doctor who has prepared the MLC and gave the opinion as simple. Copy of MLC and medical documents along with copy of statement of complainant be sent to the Medical Council of Delhi, which shall look into the conduct of the concerned doctor and file the report thereof.
The Executive Committee noted that the since as per the MLC No. 13981 at  Batra Hospital & Medical Research Centre the findings of NCCT abdomen are documented as no peritoneal breach, track superficial in fat Layer. In view of this NCCT finding, the nature of injury has been correctly opined as  ‘Simple’, thus no action against the concerned doctor is warranted.  

The observation of the Executive Committee be placed before the Learned  Magistrate for consideration.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 18th January, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 28th February, 2019.
