ORDER
A complaint of Shri. P.S. Jolly alleging medical negligence on the part of respondents 1 & 2, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son late Kuldeep Singh (referred hereinafter as the said patient) at Tirath Ram Shah Hospital, resulting in his death  on 3.11.05 was examined by  the Delhi Medical Council. The Council perused the complaint, reply of respondents 1 & 2 and copy of medical records of Aruna Asif Ali Govt. Hospital & Tirath Ram Shah Hospital, Delhi.

As per the records of Tirath Ram Shah Hospital, Delhi the said patient was brought from Aruna Asif Ali Hospital in an unconscious state on 03.11.05 at 11.25 am with complaints of fever & chills, history of GTCS 2 years back for which he was receiving treatment.  His B.P. was 90/50, Temp 1040F, pulse 140 per minute.  He was shifted into ICU and was started on Injection Falcigo, Monocef, Mannitol, Ranitidine, Dilantin and IV Fluids.  This rebuffs the allegation of the complainant that the said patient was not provided treatment after admission.  It is noted from the records that prognosis of the patient was explained.  The medical records of Aruna Asif Ali Govt. Hospital (Casualty Card) mentioned that the patient had history of right sided paralysis with seizure since birth and was on anti epipliptic treatment, was having recurrent vomiting for 2 days, thereby indicating that the said patient was suffering from certain serious illnesses besides fever.

It is alleged by the complainant that the patient’s hands and legs were tied with the bandages due to which he could not move and he inhaled vomit into the airway, which the Respondents failed to wash out.

It is noted from the records of Tirath Ram Shah Hospital that at 2 pm on 03.11.05 the patient had a seizure associated with frothing from the mouth for which oral suction was done.  Since his Cardio respiratory condition was deteriorating, he was intubated and put on ventilator support.  The patient subsequently had a cardio respiratory arrest and inspite of all resuscitative measures could not be revived.  He was declared dead at 2.50 pm on 03.11.05.

 As regards the allegation that the complainant was not allowed to see the patient inside the ICU, it is observed that restricted entry in the ICU is a usual practice being followed by the hospitals.

In view of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that the line of treatment administered to the said patient by respondents 1 & 2 was in accordance with the accepted professional practice and prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out against respondent 1 & 2.

Complaint stands disposed.
