O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Faraz, Flat 101, First Floor, D-36, Lane 3, Abdul Fazal Enclave -1, Okhla, New Delhi-110025, alleging medical negligence  on the part of doctors of Bansal Hospital, New Friends Colony, New Delhi-110025 and doctors of Triton Hospital, CC-30 & 31, Block C, Kalkaji, New Delhi-110019, in the treatment administered of complainant’s new born baby (baby of Smt. Aniqua Parween)..

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 9th April, 2019  is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Faraz, Flat 101, First Floor, D-36, Lane 3, Abdul Fazal Enclave -1, Okhla, New Delhi-110025, alleging medical negligence  on the part of doctors of Bansal Hospital, New Friends Colony, New Delhi-110025 and doctors of Triton Hospital, CC-30 & 31, Block C, Kalkaji, New Delhi-110019, in the treatment administered of complainant’s new born baby (baby of Smt. Aniqua Parween).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Anuj Gupta, Medical Director, Triton Hospital, written statement of Medical Superintendent, Bansal Hospital, copy of medical records of Triton Hospital and Bansal Hospital and other documents on record. 
The Executive Committee noted that as per available records from Bansal Hospital, this baby (baby of Smt. Aniqua Parween) was born by LSCS on 30th November, 2018 at 12.37pm in Bansal Hospital. The mother was B RH –ve and the baby was B RH +ve (RH incompatibility). This was the 3rd baby of the parents. During antenatal period ICT was negative. At birth the baby was active, started on breast feeding and her Hb was 15.2 g/dl (normal). The parents were counseled about the need of injection Anti D to the mother and possibility of hyperbilirubinemia of the baby. The baby was examined time to time, she was doing well. Next day at 12.30pm jaundice was noted and S. Bilirubin was 20mg/dl at 3.00pm. Triple surface phototherapy was started and possibility of exchange transfusion was explained to the parents. On the same day the evening report showed S.Bilirubin declined (18.4m/dl). However, keeping the possibility of need of exchange transfusion, the baby was shifted to Triton Hospital on 1st December, 2018. Thus it is clear from the available documents that the baby was examined from time to time, parents were properly counseled and proper treatment was given at Bansal Hospital. At Triton Hospital, the baby was admitted on 1st December, 2018 phototherapy was started and S.Bilirubin was monitored. Since the S. Bilirubin showed a declining trend, exchange transfusion was not done. However, the baby’s Hb was found to be quite low, she was given packed red blood cell transfusion as required. The baby showed improvement, recovered completely and was discharged on 12 the December, 2018 in a healthy condition. It is also noted that medical examination of the baby was done at regular intervals and required investigations (i.e. hemoglobin, s.bilirubin) were done from time to time as advised. The medical management at Triton Hospital was done properly. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Bansal Hospital and doctors of Triton Hospital, in the treatment administered of complainant’s new born baby (baby of Smt. Aniqua Parween). 
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 09th April, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th May, 2019.
