O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, Narela, Delhi,  seeking medical opinion regarding alleged medical negligence on the part of doctors of Reena Janana & Surgical Hospital, Narela, Delhi,  in the treatment administered of Smt. Himanshi.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 26th March, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station, Narela, Delhi,  seeking medical opinion regarding alleged medical negligence on the part of doctors of Reena Janana & Surgical Hospital, Narela, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital),  in the treatment administered of Smt. Himanshi (referred hereinafter as the patient).

The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, copy of medical records of Reena Janana & Surgical Hospital and other documents as provided by the Police. 
It is noted that the patient Smt. Himanshi, 23 years old female  visited the Reena Janana & Surgical Hospital on 01st October, 2018 with complaints of pain abdomen since seven days and watery blood stained discharge PV for last four days after she slipped from stairs  as mentioned in the statement of the patient to Police. Her ultrasound confirmed a gestation of 24 weeks  (approx) with live fetus. The hospital advised her for admission and further management but she refused and went home. She came again to the hospital and  was admitted on 1st October, 2018 with history of leaking and bleeding PV at 5½  months of pregnancy with labor. She delivered a  male dead baby  at 1:45 am of 02nd October, 2018. She was discharged on 03rd October, 2018 at 9:40 am in healthy condition.
It is observed that after a fall from stairs, the patient went into preterm labor with rupture of membranes and delivered a dead baby. It is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the Smt. Himanshi was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by doctors of Reena Janana & Surgical Hospital and primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Reena Janana & Surgical Hospital .
Matter stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 26th March, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th March, 2019.
