O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Prem, r/o. H.No. 503, Shahbad, Daulatpur, Delhi – 110042, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sapna Cally, Satyam Hospital Pvt. Ltd., 64, 65-A/4, Sector-16, Rohini, Delhi in the treatment administered to her at Satyam Hospital Pvt. Ltd.  

Dr. Sapna Cally presented herself before the Disciplinary Committee of Delhi Medical Council.  The notice sent to Smt. Prem returned with remarks from the postal department “incomplete address”.  It is noted that notice was dispatched to the complainant at the address mentioned by her in the complaint.  In view of the fact that since in this matter certain clarification was required from Dr. Sapna Cally, it was decided to hear Dr. Sapna Cally and decide the matter on merits.  Dr. Sapna Cally submitted that Smt. Prem underwent vaginal hysterectomy on 14.8.2004 at Satyam Hospital.  During surgery her urinary bladder was found to be adherent to the uterus.  Post-operative period was uneventful.  She was discharged on 17.8.2004 with foley’s catheter in situ.  The same was removed on 21.8.2004.  Subsequently she visited the hospital with complaints of urge incontinence for which she was advised antibiotics and bladder relaxants.  She came after one month with complaints of dribbling.  Cystoscopy was done.  It confirmed the formation of vascico-vaginal tistula.  She was not charged for the subsequent visits, advices and cystoscopic procedure.  She was advised surgery for the repair of vasico-vaginal tistula and was told that only surgeons fees will be charged for surgery, and that hospital and gynaecologist will not charge anything.  Smt. Prem did not turn up again. 
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In view of the above and on perusal of complaint, written statement of Dr. Sapna Cally and medical records of Satyam Hospital, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. Sapna Cally in the treatment administered by her to the complainant.  

Complaint stands disposed.
