Subject : Complaint of Shri H.B.S. Negi against Dr. Shalini Wig of Health Sanctuary

Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint No. 294 of Shri H.B.S. Negi r/o. D-539, Sarojini Nagar, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter Miss Sudha Negi at Health Sanctuary, A-1/19, Safdarjung Enclave, New Delhi.  The matter was initially investigated by Directorate of Health Services, Delhi on a reference from Delhi Medical Council, wherein it was reported that the laser section at Health Sanctuary functioned under the supervision of medical doctor Dr. Shalini.  It was also informed that the centre was unregistered and was also non-cooperative with the enquiry and Delhi Medical Council was requested to take action against Dr. Shalini.  Dr. Shalini in her written statement to Delhi Medical Council stated that she was working with Health Sanctuary in capacity of manager and has nothing to do with medical or laser treatment and that she was registered with Haryana Medical Council (HN1293).

Dr. Shalini was asked to appear in the Council alongwith Shri H.B.S. Negi to answer all questions pertaining to this enquiry, but she failed to do so in spite of notice.  Shri H.B.S. Negi on presenting himself before the Council submitted that Dr. Shalini herself did not carry out the laser treatment on his daughter.  He further stated that he did not know who carried out laser treatment but since Dr. Shalini was incharge of Laser Section, the primary responsibility for treatment laid with her.   The  Council  has  been  miffed  at  non-cooperative  attitude  of  Dr. Shalini Wig in the 
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investigation of this matter and has directed that since Dr. Shalini is registered with Haryana Medial Council, the present complaint be referred to Haryana Medical Council for determination and for appropriate action against Dr. Shalini for non-compliance of the directions of a statutory authority which constitutes an act of professional misconduct.

The Council also expressed its anguish at the report of the Directorate of Health Services, in this matter, wherein it was mentioned that as the Health Sanctuary was not registered under the Delhi Nursing Home Registration Act, no action can be taken against the said centre.  Delhi Medical Council has recommended that unregistered centres providing medical treatment to the public should be shut down in public interest by the appropriate authorities.  

It is, therefore, requested that stringent action be taken against Health Sanctuary, A-1/19, Safdarjung Enclave, New Delhi – 110029, for functioning as unregistered Centre and employing doctors namely Dr. Shalini Wig, who is not registered with Delhi Medical Council.
