The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a reference from Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi seeking investigation into a complaint of Smt. Rakesh Devi, House No. 251, Gali No.04, Idgah Road, Bholanath Nagar, Shahdara, Delhi-110032, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Garg Hospital, 8-9, A.G.C.R Enclave (Opp. Karkardooma Court), Delhi-110092, in the treatment of complainant.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 19th  July, 2021 is reproduced herein below:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a reference from Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi seeking investigation into a complaint of Smt. Rakesh Devi, House No. 251, Gali No.04, Idgah Road, Bholanath Nagar, Shahdara, Delhi-110032, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Garg Hospital, 8-9, A.G.C.R Enclave (Opp. Karkardooma Court), Delhi-110092, in the treatment of complainant. 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint of Smt. Rakesh Devi, joint written statement of Dr. Shahbaz Hussain Dy. Medical Superintendent and Dr. Sanjay Garg Director of Garg Hospital, copy of medical records of Garg Hospital and other documents on record. 
The Executive Committee noted that the complainant, a 40 years old female, was admitted in Garg Hospital on 24.04.2019 with complaints of loose motion and nausea, vomiting with general weakness with pain in abdomen and loss of appetite since 1-2 days. She was examined investigated and diagnosed as a case of AGE with moderate dehydration, anaemia, enteric fever, osteroarthritis. She was treated conservatively and managed with IV antibiotics, antiemetics, analgesics and other supportive treatment. Complainant responded to the treatment and was discharged on 26.4.2019. The complainant subsequently reported to Garg Hospital on 9.5.2019 with complaint of pain and swelling in left hip area with difficulty in standing and walking since 2-3 days. She was admitted and diagnosed as a case of Gluteal Abscess. She underwent procedure of Incision and drainage of Gluteal Abscess under local anaesthesia on 10.05.2019 and discharged on 11.05.2019 on antibiotics with advice to follow up in OPD. Thereafter the complaint regularly followed up with Garg Hospital for dressing of the wound. The complainant had to be then admitted at Max Super Speciality Hospital Patparganj, Delhi on 20.08.2019, where she was diagnosed as a case of non healing sinus with abscess left Gluteal region and underwent incision of non-healing sinus of left Gluteal abscess on 20.08.2019 and discharged on 21.08.2019. Thereafter she had to undergo daily dressings and OPD follow up at Max Hospital. 
The Executive Committee is of the opinion that in this case as per material available on record, the complainant developing gluteal abscess was a consequence of having been administered Intra muscular injection (which was part of the treatment protocol) during her admission at Garg hospital (24.4.2019 to 26.04.2019). The said medical condition, though unfortunate is a known complication of Intra muscular injection. The complication was diagnosed and treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by doctors of Garg Hospital. 
In view of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Garg Hospital, in the treatment of complainant.

Complaint stands disposed.”
