The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Vinod Kumar Bhatia alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr S.P.S. Bedi in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother late Kamla Bhatia.  The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, reply of Dr. S.P.S. Bedi, medical records of Vinayak Hospital and Pentamed Hospital and other documents on record.  It was observed that the patient by the name of Mrs. Kamla Bhatia was treated by Dr. S.P.S. Bedi with corticosteroid for her asthmatic attack/COPD.  The dose given to her was ranging from 30 to 60 mgs, during acute exacerbation which was subsequently tapered for maintenance.   This was repeated as and when required.  The drug prescribed Omnacortil contains prednisalone.  The drug used and the doses prescribed were within the usual therapeutic limits of the drug for such clinical conditions as was prevailing with Mrs. Kamla Bhatia.  Prima facie, no case of medical negligence could be attributed, hence, the complaint stands disposed.
