The Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from SHO, Police Station, Janakpuri, forwarded by Medical Council of India, seeking medical opinion on the issue of medical negligence, if any, committed in respect of death of late Satyawan Issar r/o. C4C/280, Pocket-14, Janakpuri, Delhi at Orchid Hospital, Janakpuri.  The Delhi Medical Council perused the representation of SHO, Janakpuri, written statement of Dr. Hari Om Gupta, Medical Director, Orchid Hospital and Heart Centre, copy of medical records of Orchid Hospital, post mortem report No. 385/05 and other documents on record.

The patient Shri Satyawan Issar, 82 years old male, was admitted at Orchid Hospital on 2.5.2005 for treatment of critically ill conditions.  He was diagnosed to be having Diabetes Mellitus with chronic renal failure (on haemodialysis) with uremic encephalopathy, Hypertension with Coronary Artery Disease, bleeding lower GI tract, sepsis, anaemia and was on ventilator.  The patient was given haemodialysis and had multiple blood transfusions.  The available records indicate that the tanfused blood samples were duly matched.  The patient died on 9.5.2005 of asphyxia due to aspiration of blood from bleeding oesophyeal varices.  The patient did not show any sign of transfusion reaction as per available records and in the forensic report, there were no reaction among various tissues and blood cross matched.
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Conclusion : it appears that the patient had died of natural history of the illnesses from which he was suffering and very unlikely to have died of mismatched blood reaction. No medical negligence can be attributed on the part of doctors of Orchid Hospital in the treatment administered to late Satyawan Issar.

Matter stands disposed.
