No informed consent was obtained by Dr. Anil Saxena from Mrs. Alaxendra Rencoret for carrying out the liposuction procedure as there are blank entries in the consent form about the major risks and complications of the operation.

Liposuction procedure was carried out on Mrs. Alaxendra Rencoret on 13.3.2003 at Northpoint Hospital by Dr. Anil Saxena.  She was discharged on 14th March, 2003 by Dr. Alok Mathur.  Dr. Anil Saxena did not see Mrs. Alaxendra Rencoret at the time of discharge. He attended to her 8 days after the surgery on 21st March, 2003.  Dr. Anil Saxena failed in his duty to provide reasonable care to his patient during the post-operative period thus displaying careless attitude towards his patient.  Dr. Anil Saxena gave a poor account of his skill as he failed to diagnose post-operative blood collection in this patient on 21st March, 2003 when he examined her.  Dr. Anil Saxena not only failed in his duty to exercise reasonable degree of skill and knowledge but also failed to provide reasonable degree of care. 

Dr. Anil Saxena has misrepresented about FACS.  He claimed himself to be a Fellow of American College of Surgeons as is evident from his prescription.  Dr. Anil Saxena failed to produce any document about his possessing FACS, and in his admission to the Council on 12.5.2003 accepted that he did not possess Fellowship of American College of Surgeons.

It was established from the documents on record that both Dr. Anil Saxena and Dr. Alok B. Mathur committed financial irregularity in respect of the bill to the patient for the liposuction procedure.  Dr Alok B. Mathur admitted accepting an amount of Rs. 50,000/- as the total cost for the liposuction procedure on behalf of Dr. Anil Saxena from Mrs. Alaxendra Rencoret.  The bill of Northpoint Hospital where the surgery was carried out only reflects and account for Rs. 23,551/- as the total billed amount which included :-

The remaining amount i.e. Rs. 26,449/- remains unaccounted for.

In view of the above, this Council holds Dr. Anil Saxena guilty of acting negligently during the post-operative period of the surgery, of misrepresenting about his FACS and orders that his name be removed from the State Medical Register of the Delhi Medical Council for a period of six weeks from the date of this order and thus debars him from practising as a medical practitioner during the term of his punishment.  The Council also finds both Dr. Anil Saxena and Dr. Alok B. Mathur guilty of professional misconduct for the financial irregularity committed by them in respect of the hospitalization of Mrs. Alaxendra Rencoret and issues a warning to Dr. Alok B. Mathur and Dr. Anil Saxena to desist from such practices in future.  Censures to be recorded in the State Medical Register.

The Council awards a compensation of Rs. 50,000/- to Mrs. Alaxendra Rencoret which is to be paid by Dr. Anil Saxena and Dr. Alok B. Mathur to the extent of Rs. 25,000/- each by a Demand Draft in favour of Mrs. Alaxendra Rencoret.  Demand Draft to be deposited in this office within two weeks of this order.
