O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Rajnish, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Respondents 1 to 6, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Pinky at Dr. Hedgewar Arogya Sansthan, Karkardooma, Delhi (C.R. No. 8036), resulting in her death on 18th July, 2007 at G.T.B. Hospital where she subsequently received treatment.  

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Shammi Bhasin, Medical Superintendent, Dr. Neerja Varshney, Dr. Monica Vohra, Dr. Anita, Dr. Bimla, Dr. Preeti Aggarwal alongwith medical records of Dr. Hedgewar Arogya Sansthan Hospital and heard the following in person:-

Complainant failed to appear before the Delhi Medical Council in spite of notice.
Briefly stated the facts of the case are that late Pinky (referred hereinafter as the patient) was admitted in Dr. Hedgewar Arogya Sansthan (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) on 6.7.2007 for elective caesarean section for breech presentation.  The patient underwent LSCS procedure under consent on 7.7.2007 and delivered a male baby.  As the placenta was morbidly adherent, it could not be separated completely and patient started bleeding profusely.  Medication was initiated and the uterine cavity was packed to control the bleeding from the site.  Since the patient has developed postpartum haemorrhage (PPH), she was taken up for subtotal hestectomy under consent.  During operation the patient was given two units of blood.  In the post operative period she was given third units of blood and her vitals were noted to be stable.  At around 9 pm, 100 ml of blood collection in the drainage bag was noted and the condition of the patient started deteriorating.  The patient was, therefore, shifted to GTB Hospital as she required ICU, since the patient was suspected to be going into DIC.  As per the complaint, the patient remained in ICU of GTB Hospital for 12 days and expired on 18th July, 2007.

The Delhi Medical Council observes that the patient underwent caesarean section for breech presentation and was found to have adherent placenta which was removed by hand. Patient was given blood transfusion.  She was taken up for subtotal hysterectomy as a last resort for postpartum haemorrhage (PPH) which is a standard treatment for such cases.  The patient developed DIC which is a known complication of PPH.  The patient was also shifted to GTB Hospital in time where she died 12 days later on 18th July, 2007, due to complications of DIC.  The line of treatment adopted by the doctors of Dr. Hedgewar Arogya Sansthan Hospital, in the management of the patient was in accordance with accepted professional practices in such cases.   It is also observed that the condition of the patient was briefed to her relatives by the doctors of the said Hospital from time to time.  
It is, therefore, the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of doctors of Dr. Hedgewar Arogya Sansthan Hospital, in the treatment administered by them to late Pinky.

Complaint stands disposed.
