The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Mohd. Sammi r/o. A-43, Binda Pur, Pocket-4, New Delhi – 110059, forwarded by the office of the Addl. Commissioner of Police, Economic Offences Wing, Crime Branch, Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Dr. R.P. Centre, All India Institute of Medical Sciences, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Master Mohammed Afsan, resulting in loss of vision.

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Shri K.C. Chhoker, Senior Administrative Officer, Dr. R.P. Centre for Ophthalmic Sciences, AIIMS, annexing therewith copy of medical records of Dr. R.P. Centre for Ophthalmic Sciences, AIIMS, copy of joint written statement of Dr. Atul Kumar, Professor in Ophthalmology Section- II, Dr. Namrata Sharma, Associate Professor, Section-III, copy of minutes of Committee of Dr. R.P. Centre constituted to review the case of patient Mohammad Afsan, and other documents on records.  It is observed that the patient Mohd. Afsan, 9 years old, was seen in Dr. R.P. Centre for Ophthalmic Sciences casualty on 16.10.2005.  He was diagnosed as ® post traumatic cataract with endophthalmitis.  His vision in (Rt.) eye was HMCF with accurate projection in all quadrants.  Intra-vitreal vancomycetin and ceftazidine was given on 16.10.2005 alongwith local and systemic medication.  USG on 17.10.2005 revealed vitreal cavity full of haemorrhages/exudates. No PVD/RD was seen.  On 19.10.2005, his vision recorded was projection inaccurate in two quadrants and digital tension was low.  Repeat USG revealed vitreous cavity full of medium amp. Spikes (Haemorrhages/exudates) with suspicion of FB/ organized exudates.  Pars plana vitrectomy with lensectomy with silicon oil injection was done on 28.10.2005 at AIIMS as the eye had worsened.  Consent of a guarded visual prognosis and the eye subsequently going into phthsis had been taken pre-operatively duly signed by the father.  
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The patient was kept on regular follow up.  His vision recorded on 14.12.2005 was 6/60 with +12.5 Dsphere and -3.0 Deyl. 180o.  Subsequently he developed a band shaped keratopathy for which PTK was done on 19.4.2006.   He developed an epithetial defect which also gradually responded to bandage, contact lens and other relevant medication.  His vision recorded on May 2006 was vision ® 6/24.  On 7.6.2006 his vision had fallen to finger counting 1 Ft.  There was retinal detachment with severe PVR.  The eye was declared inoperable on 22.7.2006.  

From the records, it is obvious that this injured eye was a high risk case with poor visual prognosis.  The line of management adopted was as per prescribed guidelines.  In spite of best of efforts the eye went into an inoperable retinal detachment with poor visual prognosis.  
It is, therefore, the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out against doctors of Dr. R.P. Centre in the treatment administered by them to complainant’s son Master Mohammed Afsan.  
Complaint stands disposed.
