O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Suresh Kumar r/o. Khasra No. 114, IGNOU Road, Neb Saray (Near Big Apple), New Delhi – 110030, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Ashok Kumar Chakravarty, A-4, MIG Flats, Near Saket Pet Clinic, Anupam PVR Road, Saket, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Atish. 

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint alongwith the copy of medical records pertaining to this matter, as supplied by Directorate of Health Services.  It is observed that Master Atish, 5 year male, was treated for fever by Dr. Ashok Kumar Chakravarty.  He developed an allergic rash since 23.7.2008 for which anti-allergic drugs including steroids were given and skin specialist’s opinion taken.  Fever continued and child was investigated on 30.7.2008 and was subsequently put on Syp. Secef 100 mg BD and Syp. Reziz.  Secef is a cefexime (3rd generation cephalosporin) used for ambulatory cases of typhoid and Reziz is anti-malarial.  Thereafter the fever continued which apparently responded to Azithromicin given by Dr. Anil Kanwar whom patient was shown after no response was noticed to cefexime and Reziz by father.  It is observed that the provisional diagnosis of typhoid was considered by Dr. Ashok Kumar Chakravarty and appropriate treatment in the form of Cefexime was prescribed.  
It is, therefore, the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that the line of treatment adopted by Dr. Ashok Kumar Chakravarty, in the management of this case, was in accordance with the professional practices in such cases and prima facie, no case of medical negligence is made out against Dr. Ashok Kumar Chakravarty.
