The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Bhag Singh Gambhir r/o. H.No. R-12, Greater Kailash-I, Delhi – 110048, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services,  alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Jaipur Golden Hospital, in the treatment administered to his brother Shri Manjeet Singh.

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint and reply of Dr. Ashish Chandra, Medical Superintendent, Jaipur Golden Hospital, made to Directorate of Health Services, copy of medical records as supplied by Directorate of Health Services.

The Delhi Medical Council observed that the patient, 47 years old male, was admitted in Jaipur Golden Hospital with history of DM with diabetic nephropathy with CAD and history of PTCA (1997, 2000, 2008) and with suspicion of Pneumonitis? Pancrecatitis and treated in accordance with the accepted professional practices in such cases. 

Prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered to Shri Manjeet Singh at Jaipur Golden Hospital.  However, allegations regarding overcharging by Jaipur Golden Hospital may be investigated by Directorate of Health Services, if deemed appropriate. 

Matter stands closed.
