The Delhi Medical Council initiated a suo motu action against Dr. Sanjay Chugh and Dr. Sanjiv Chaudhary on a press report published in Dainik Jagran dated 15.6.2009, wherein, it is imputed that the said doctors intended to impart training in allopathic system of medicine to persons holding non-allopathic qualifications of BAMS and that the said doctors have been promoting a particular brand of drug in violation of Indian Medical Council (Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Ethics), Regulations, 2002.  
It is noted that Dr. Sanjay Kumar Chugh in his written statement has stated that he has never made any statement regarding training of non-allopathic doctors and that he has written to the Editor of Dainik Jagran to issue a corrigendum in this regard.  He further stated that TNK was a generic drug.  

Dr. Sanjiv Chaudhary in his written statement stated that he is not party to any project of training BAMS doctors to administer TNK which is a pharmacological name of new thrombolytic agent.  

In light of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that the explanation submitted by Dr. Sanjay Kumar Chugh and Dr. Sanjiv Chaudhary is found to be acceptable and satisfactory and that there has been no violation of Indian Medical Council (Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Ethics), Regulations, 2002.

Matter stands disposed.
