O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Yogendra Singh against Tirath Ram Shah Hospital.  The following were examined in person alongwith the complaint, the case papers of  Tirath Ram Shah Hospital and other documents on record :-

It is the case of the complainant that the doctors of Tirath Ram Shah Hospital committed medical negligence in the treatment administered by them to his wife Smt. Mamta Devi who was admitted at the said Hospital on 9.7.2003 due to confinement.  

The following are the findings of Delhi Medical Council :-

1) Smt. Mamta Devi (hereinafter referred to as the patient) was admitted in Tirath Ram Shah Hospital under Regn. No. 34016 on 9.7.2003.  She underwent Ceasarean section operation on 9.7.2003 and a female baby was delivered to her at 6.20 PM.  The patient developed intravascular coagulation due to some antigen antibody reaction, ensuing hypotension, which led to Acute Renal failure.  The records substantiate the fact that cross matching of blood was done properly and due precautions in starting the blood transfusion were taken.  It is, however, observed that when the patient exhibited clinical intravascular signs of hemolysis, energetic treatment was warranted.  It is difficult to determine whether the same could have minimised the complications of Renal Shutdown, which the patient subsequently developed.

2) Adequate measures were adopted by the Hospital to manage the complication of Acute Renal Shutdown.  The doctors of the Hospital exercised reasonable skill and knowledge and provided due care to the patient which is evident from the fact that the patient recovered well after receiving intensive treatment at the Hospital.

3) In spite of being discharged on 13.8.2003 by the Hospital after clinically satisfying about the condition of the patient, the patient was reluctant to leave the Hospital and continued to occupy the Hospital bed and avail the treatment and other amenities extended by the Hospital till 5.9.2003 when finally the patient left the Hospital hale and hearty. 

4) The patient only paid Rs. 4,000/- against a bill of Rs. 31,860/- outstanding against her as on 14.7.2003 in respect of the treatment received at the Hospital, which involved cost of medicines, hospital fee & consultant fees.   In his reply the Medical Director of Tirath Ram Shah Hospital has stated that the outstanding amount in respect of the aforesaid bill was settled through donation from NGOs, which was arranged by Dr. (Mrs.) S. Budhiraja.  A large part of the Hospital bill pertaining to the stay, treatment, and medicines in respect of patient Smt. Mamta Devi after 14.7.2003 till 5.9.2003 when she left the Hospital remains unsettled.  All the consultants who attended to the patient waived their fees.
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In light of the findings made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that the line of treatment adopted by the doctors of the Hospital, in general, was in conformity with the accepted professional practice in such cases and post-operative complications, which the patient, Smt. Mamta, developed, cannot be attributed to any act of medical negligence on the part of doctors of Tirath Ram Shah Hospital.  

The complaint stands disposed.
