O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Balbir Singh against doctors of Jyoti Nursing Home, Vikaspuri, New Delhi.  The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, replies of Respondent No. 1 to 4, documents on record and heard the following in person: -

It is a case of the complainant that his 12 ½ yrs. old son, Ankit Jassal, who was operated upon at Jyoti Nursing Home for appendicitis, subsequently expired, because of medical negligence on the part of respondent 1 to 4.  

Following are the findings of the Delhi Medical Council: -

1. Late Ankit Jassal was admitted in Jyoti Nursing Home with abdominal pain on 11.1.2003 and underwent appendectomy on 12.01.2003.  The surgery was performed by Respondent No. 3 and anaesthesia was ensured by Respondent No. 4.  

2. All the Respondents, in their replies, maintained that the surgery was uneventful, and it was only when the reversal of anaesthesia ensured by Respondent No. 4, late Ankit Jassal (referred hereinafter as the patient) developed inspiratory stridor.  On being questioned by the Delhi Medical Council as to the procedure adopted by Respondent No. 4 in managing the complication, Respondent No. 4 admitted that once he noted inspiratory stridor, it took him ten minutes to re-intubate the patient, by which time pulmonary edema had occurred.  

3. Thereafter, Respondents 2 to 4 felt the need of putting the patient on continuous ventilator support system and since the same was not available at Jyoti Nursing Home, the patient was shifted to Kukreja Hospital & Heart Centre, Rajouri Garden, New Delhi, on 12.01.2003.  

4. As per the records of Kukreja Hospital & Heart Centre, late Ankit Jassal was admitted there on 12.01.2003 at 10:30 PM in a critical condition, was unconscious and  responding  only  to  painful  stimuli.  He was put on a ventilator support system.  
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5. The patient was shifted to Maharaja Agrasen Hospital on 14.11.2003, where he continued to receive treatment till the date of his death (22.03.2003).  During his stay at Maharaja Agrasen Hospital, as per the death summary, the condition of late Ankit Jassal remained critical and he expired on 22.03.2003.  The cause of death as per the discharge record of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital was post- appendectomy hypoxic encephalopathy.

6. The management of the patient post-extubation at Jyoti Nursing Home was not in accordance with accepted professional practice.  No record of Anaesthetist Chart or monitoring was maintained.

In light of the findings made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that the failure to recognize hypoxia that had set during reversal of anaesthesia and which led to pulmonary edema reflects the lapse on the part of Respondent No. 4 (Dr. D.K. Rawat) to exercise reasonable degree of skill and knowledge which was expected of a prudent doctor professing those skills.  The license to practice medicine of Dr. D.K. Rawat is suspended for a period of six weeks from the date of this order.  Censure to be recorded in the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council.

The complaint stands disposed.
