ORDER

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Dr. B. B. Wadhwa, President, Indian Medical Association, East Delhi Branch, alleging professional misconduct on the part of Dr. K.K. Aggarwal, member, Delhi Medical Council, for promoting a particular brand of drug through an advertisement with the caption ‘new weapon in fighting heart diseases – Omega 3 fatty acids’ published by Perma Healthcare in Hindustan Times City on 29.6.2009, in violation of provisions of Indian Medical Council (Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Ethics), Regulations, 2002. 

The Delhi Medical Council noted that Dr. K.K. Aggarwal in his letter dated 29th June, 2009 addressed to Director, Perma Healthcare with a copy to President, Delhi Medical Council averred that he has not made any statement as ascribed to him in the advertisement nor has he authorized the publication of the said advertisement under his name, title or photograph and has demanded Perma Healthcare to issue a corrigendum.  

It is further noted that Director, Perma Healthcare vide his letter dated 29th June, 2009 confirmed that they were issuing a corrigendum clarifying that the publication of Dr. K.K. Aggarwal photograph and statement was without his consent, information or approval and it was an inadvertent error on their part which was deeply regretted.

In light of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that no case of professional misconduct is made out against Dr. K.K. Aggarwal.  

Complaint stands disposed.
