The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Ms. Brigitte Bressan, Home Based Staff Member, Embassy of France in India, forwarded by Medical Council of India alleging medical negligence on the part of Primus Super Speciality Hospital, Chandragupt Marg, Chanakyapuri, New Delhi.

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. N.D. Khurana, C.O.O. of Primus Super Speciality Hospital, copy of medical records of Primus Speciality Hospital and other documents on record.  

The Delhi Medical Council notes DEXA machines / equipments give BMD report by two ways (a) absolute bone density in gm/cm2 and (b) T-score.  For T-score machine compares bone density with that of normal young white population.  Therefore it does not make a difference in BMD T-score whether we enter ethnicity as black, asian or white.  

It is, therefore, the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that no medical negligence can be attributed in the treatment administered to Ms. Brigitte Bressan at Primus Super Speciality Hospital, Chanakyapuri, New Delhi.

Complaint stands disposed.
