O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a representation of Shri Rohit Kumar, an advocate, on behalf of Smt. Mili Roy, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Geeta Chadha of Indraparstha Apollo Hospital, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to the complainant (Smt. Mili Roy) at the said Hospital.  

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, reply of Dr. Geeta Chadha, case papers of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital and Batra Hospital, New Delhi and heard the following in person :-

The complainant failed to attend the hearing in the matter on 28th October, 2003, inspite of notice.

It was established during the course of the enquiry that Smt. Mili Roy underwent diagnostic hysteroscopy, D & C and laproscopic left paratubal cystectomy on 21.8.2002 at the said Hospital, which was performed by the respondent and Dr. Arun Prasad.  During the post of period, the complainant had discharge from the umbilical port-site for which the complainant visited the respondent till 13th September, 2002 and was lost to follow up thereafter.  The complainant underwent excision of discharging sinus alongwith excision of breast lump at Batra Hospital on 20.11.2002.  Histopathology of the excised sinus done at Batra Hospital revealed evidence of granulomatous inflammation.

It is the decision Delhi Medical Council that the line of treatment adopted by the respondent was in accordance with the accepted practice in such cases.  The complications which the complainant subsequently developed after undergoing diagnostic hystoscopy D & C and laproscopic left paratubal cystectomy are a known complication of such a surgery and cannot be attributed to any act of medical negligence on the part of Dr. Geeta Chadha.

Complaint stands disposed.
