O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council took suo motu action against Dr. Brahma Prakash Sharma for indulging in act of professional misconduct.

The Delhi Medical Council noted that a representation was received from Medical Superintendent, MKW Hospital, J-Block, Community Centre, Rajouri Garden New Delhi, seeking verification of registration of doctors employed with the said Hospital.  The Registrar informed that one of doctor (Dr. Brahma Prakash Sharma) whose photocopy bearing DMC registration No. 19997 dated 23.7.2003 was sent by MKW Hospital for verification, on examination of records maintained in the Delhi Medical Council, it was noted that the name of Dr. Brahma Prakash Sharma was removed from State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council on 22nd July, 2008 on account of non-renewal.  The Delhi Medical Council on perusal of copy of DMC registration Certificate No. 19997 of Dr. Brahma Prakash Sharma sent by MKW Hospital observed that the date of registration mentioned therein has been tampered (date changed from 23rd July, 2003 to 23rd July, 2008).  Dr. Brahma Prakash Sharma produced his original DMC registration certificate and stated that no tampering of date has been made in the same and that he does not have any knowledge as to how the photocopy of his DMC registration certificate sent by MKW Hospital to Delhi Medical Council has been tampered.

The Delhi Medical Council further noted that Dr. Brahma Prakash Sharma had not applied for renewal of registration with Delhi Medical Council (even after suo motu action was initiated against him) and had been practising in violation of the provisions of Delhi Medical Council Act, 1997.  The explanation put forth by Dr. Brahma Prakash Sharma pleading ignorance as to the tampered photocopy of Delhi Medical Council registration certificate submitted to MKW Hospital and from where it was sent for verification to DMC, was found to be unsatisfactory and inexplicable and the same raises a strong presumption that Dr. Brahma Prakash Sharma has himself indulged in an act of forgery of DMC registration certificate.  
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The Delhi Medical Council further noted that Dr. Brahma Prakash Sharma applied for renewal of registration with Delhi Medical Council on 9th April, 2010, subsequent to which his registration was renewed on 21st April, 2010.
In light of the observations made hereinabove, the Delhi Medical Council directs 
that the name of Dr. Brahma Prakash Sharma (DMC registration No. 19997) be removed for three months from the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council.   However, the Order directing the removal of name from the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council shall come into effect after 30 days from the date of this Order.
