Since the President was not present in the meeting, the Vice President, Dr. Narinder Pal Singh   Chaired and welcomed the members to the meeting.

The following agenda was discussed :-

1. To discuss about developments in space allotment for Delhi Medical Council Office including proposal by D.M.R.C. at IT Park, Shastri Park Metro Station, Delhi. 
The Registrar, Delhi Medical Council briefed about space allotment to the Council and various options sought by the Council which are as under :-
1. The Council applied for Land Allotment to M/o of Urban Development and Property Alleviation, Land & Development office, Nirman Bhawan, New Delhi-110001 on 12/11/2002, but the Ministry rejected our request for allotment of land.

2. Proposal of Building various offices on approx. 9 acres of plot in front of GGSG  Hospital, Raghubir Nagar, New Delhi is going on for the last 10 years. Various meetings in this regards are held by the Delhi Govt. from time to time in the last ten years but till date nothing has been finalized.

3. Delhi Medical Council vide its office letters no. DMC/F.7/Accom./2011/119799, 119800, 119798 dated 07/03/2011, sent request for land/space allotment to Delhi Medical Council to the following:-
1) Smt. Sheila Dixit, Hon’ble Chief Minister, New Delhi

2) Sh. Raj Kumar Chauhan, Hon’ble PWD Minister & Urban Development Minister, New Delhi.

3) Dr. A.K. Walia, Hon’ble Minister Health, New Delhi

4. Delhi Medical Council vide its office letter no. DMC/F.7/Accom./2014/227975 dated 29/04/2014 sent letter to Sh. Yogendar Chandolia, Mayor North Delhi Municipal Corporation, for Land/Space Allotment to Delhi Medical Council, but no space was allotted till date.

5. Delhi Medical Council vide its office Letter no. DMC/F.7/Accom./2014 dated 29/04/2014 sent letter to Lt. Governor of Delhi, Raj Niwas Marg, Civil Lines, Delhi-110054, for Land/Space allotment to Delhi Medical Council, but no space was allotted till date.

6. Delhi Medical Council vide its office Letter no. DMC/F.7/Accom./2014/227474, sent letter to Commissioner North Delhi Municipal Corporation, New Delhi for Land/Space Allotment to Delhi Medical Council, but no space was allotted till date.
7. Delhi Medical Council vide its Letter no DMC/F.7/Accom./2014-15 dated 01/08/2014 sent letter to Dr. Harsh Vardhan, Hon’ble Health Minister, Govt. of India, for Land/Space Allotment to Delhi Medical Council, but no space was allotted till date.

8. Delhi Medical Council vide its Letter no DMC/F.7/Accom./2016/257277 dated 07/12/2016 sent letter to Sh. Satyender Jain, Hon’ble Minister of Health, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, New Delhi-11000., for Space Allotment to Delhi Medical Council, but no space was allotted till date.

9. In the month of January, 2017, the Registrar of the Council, Dr. Girish Tyagi along with Council members, Dr. Anil Agarwal and Dr. Kamal Kishore Parwal visited the NBCC Centre, Okhla Phase-1, New Delhi-110020, NBCC agreed to allot office space of 13,318 sq. ft. @22,300/- per sq. ft. The total value comes to approx 30 Crores. This option was not accepted as council has fund of only 10-12 Crores and the area was not centrally localized.
10. A Letter was also received from Indian Medical Association, Janakpuri Branch regarding proposal of partnership on its office building at D-26, Institutional Area, ‘D’ Block, Jankpuri, in a self own plot of a about 1000 sqm with covered are of a about 15000 sq. ft. this option was also rejected as the area was not centrally localized, and there will be issue on leasing by IMA Janakpuri branch to Delhi Medical Council.

11. The council then approached DMRC for allotment of office space at Gound Floor, Block-1, of DMRC IT Park Metro Staion, Shastri Park, New Delhi. the progress in this allotment are as under:-
(1) Letter sent to Executive Director (Property Development) for Allotment of Built-up Space at Ground Floor, Block-1, of DMRC IT Park, Shastri Park Metro Station, and meeting with Executive Director, (Property Development) was organized on 24th January, 2017 wherein it was agreed to allot the Built-up space at the rate of 988/- per sqm per month as license fee plus 132/- per sqm per month for maintenance fees plus applicable service tax. (Total 1020/- per sqm plus Service Tax)

(2) A meeting with managing Director, DMRC was organized on 02nd February, 2017 and letter was sent to reduce the license fee & maintenance fee.
(3) DMRC reduced the license fee from 988/- to 675/- per sqm per month and maintenance fee from 132/- to 130/- per sqm per month plus applicable service tax vide its letter dated 10/02/2017. (Total 809.50 per sqm per month including water charges of 4.5 per sqm per month)
(4) A letter was sent on 14th February, 2017 seeking appointment for further negotiations in license fee and maintenance fee.

(5) A meeting was fixed on 21/02/2017 with CGM Finance at Metro Bhawan, wherein DMRC have further reduced the license fee from 675/- per sqm per month to 625/- per sqm per month and maintenance fee from 130/- per sqm per month to 120/- per sqm per month. (Total 749.50 per sqm per month including water charges of 4.5 per sqm per month)
(6) A letter dated 10/03/2017 from ED(PB) in DMRC was received where option of refundable security deposit for 6 year was offered with payment option as details below:-

Maintenance Charges, Water Charges and escalation @15% every three years on recurring charges and maintenance charges have been incorporated in the above 
proposal. However Service Tax and other statutory taxes on upfront amount and recurring fee shall be payable extra.

(7) An opinion was sought from the auditors of the Council regarding issue of Best Choice out of three options offered by DMRC for providing office space on lease. In their opinion report, the Auditors have recommended that the Council should take the  above said office space on rental basis. This would enable the Council to make better investment opportunities in future specially for acquiring space of its own. Further, since the rent will be paid every year the amount so spent shall be treated as application of funds and thereby reducing the tax liability every years.

12. The Registrar of the Council, Dr. Girish Tyagi, also briefed that tax liability amounting to Rs. 1.5 Crores is due on the Council on the accumulated funds amounting to Rs.4,60,74,865 of last six years.  
After discussing the various possibilities of Land/Space allotment, the Council unanimously decided that office space may be taken on lease on monthly basis with out giving any security deposit from DMRC at Ground Floor, Block-1, of DMRC IT Park, Shastri Park, New Delhi.
