The  meeting  was  adjourned  at  2.30 pm  due  to  lack  of  quorum.     The meeting was reconvened at 3.00 p.m.
The President welcomed the members to the meeting. 

The following agenda was discussed :-

1. Confirmation of the minutes of the last meeting held on 4th July, 2012.
Minutes of the last Council meeting held on 4th July, 2012, which were circulated to all the members, were confirmed.  The Council, however, observed that in all future Council meeting, a stenographer should be present to take down the minutes.     
2. Action taken report of minutes of the meeting held on 4th July, 2012.

Action taken report, which was circulated to all the members, was approved. 
3. To discuss about the ethical issues involved in relation to individual advertisement V/s institutional advertisement.
The Council directed that a special meeting be called on this issue and conclusions reached should be recommended to Medical Council of India which is in the process of bringing out amendment to the regulation pertaining to the ethical issues. 
4. To discuss about the On-line Registration.

The Registrar briefed that in addition to earlier proposals received in regard to this project, two more proposals are anticipated.  Once all the proposals have been examined by On-line Registration Committee, the Committee will revert back to the Council with its recommendations, so that the contract may be awarded for execution of the on-line registration. 
5. To discuss the issue of online C.M.E.
The Council approving the C.M.E. online project, directed that more, proposals from the concerned agencies/companies be invited by placing an advertisement in two leading newspaper.  The details inviting expression of interest be made available on Delhi Medical Council website.  On-line C.M.E. Committee through Registrar is authorized to take necessary steps in this regard.
6. To discuss cases of medical negligence and unethical conduct

1. The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint No. 776- A complaint of Smt. Sushma Bahl r/o. J-9/48 E, Rajouri Garden, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of B.L. Kapur Memorial Hospital, in the treatment administered to her husband late Raman Bahl (MRD No. 50420) at B.L. Kapur Memorial Hospital, resulting in his death on 11.7.2010, came up for confirmation. 
Whilst confirming the decision of the Disciplinary Committee, the Council observed that the observation “Dr. Praphul Misra made error in judgement by attributing the ECG findings of ST elevation, fresh changes in lead II, III AVF to coronary vasospasm and advising treatment through nitroglycerin infusions rather than ascertaining the cause of the changes and combating the condition more aggressively by advising/directing initiation of cardiac intervention” made in the Order of the Disciplinary Committee be substituted with the observations “Dr. Praphul Misra acted negligently by attributing the ECG findings of ST elevation, fresh changes in lead II, III AVF to coronary vasospasm and advising treatment through nitroglycerin infusions rather than ascertaining the cause of the changes and combating the condition more aggressively by advising/directing initiation of cardiac intervention”.

The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed.

2. The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint No. 828 - A complaint of Shri Shashi Kant Sharma, Flat No. S-3, Block-2, Type-II, Delhi Administration Flats, Kalyanvas, Delhi, alleging professional misconduct on the part of doctors of St. Stephens Hospital, Delhi, in refusing medical treatment to complaint’s wife late Smt. Swatantra Lata, resulting in her death, came up for confirmation. 
Whilst confirming the decision of the Disciplinary Committee, the Council observed that the observations 2(a) “the patient who was in a critical state with evidence of coronary artery disease and Low SPO2 86%, was not stabilized before advising transfer to a cardiac centre.” made in the Order of the Disciplinary Committee be substituted with the observations “the patient who was in a critical state with evidence of coronary artery disease and Low SPO2 86%, was given only preliminary treatment before advising transfer to a cardiac centre”.

It was further observed that in light of the shortcomings highlighted on the part of Deepak Memorial Hospital, Directorate of Health Services, Govt. NCT of Delhi be requested to take stringent action against Deepak Memorial Hospital. 
In view of the same, the word appropriate action mentioned in the last paragraph of the Disciplinary Committee order be substituted with stringent action. 

The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed.
3. The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint No. 885- A complaint of of Shri Paramjeet Singh Anand s/o. late Mrs. Updesh Kaur r/o. 47, First Floor, Pridarshini Vihar Part-I, Opp. Guru Harkishan Public School, New Delhi – 110009, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sunil Varma, Dr. Madhu Varma and Dr. N.K. Grover of Vinayak Hospital, Model Town, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother late Updesh Kaur, resulting in her death at Vinayak Hospital, came up for confirmation.  
While confirming the decision, the Council observed that the decision / opinion of the Delhi Medical Council holding Dr. Sunil Varma and Dr. Madhu Varma guilty of medical negligence is final.   However, the Order directing the removal of name from the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council shall come into effect after 30 days from the date of the Order.  
This observation is to be incorporated in the final Order to be issued.  The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed by the Council thorough majority decision. 
4. The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 925- A complaint of Ms. Shalini Gupta, r/o. Mahilla Dakshela Samiti, X-31, Karkardooma, Snehalaya, Delhi forwarded by Medical Council of India against Dr. Nikhil Raheja of National Institute of Psychiatry Dhool Siras Chowk, Village, Bharthal (near Brijswasan), close to Indira Gandhi International Airport, Delhi-110045, was confirmed.  
5. The Order of the Executive Committee in Complaint No. 926- A complaint of Mohd. Ashfaq Ahmad r/o. H.No. 206, Ground Floor, Street No. 5, Bhatla House, New Delhi – 110025, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, New Delhi-110076, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, was confirmed.

6. The Order of the Executive Committee in Complaint No. 896- A complaint of Shri K.L. Kumar r/o. 2551, Hudson Lane, Kingsway Camp, Delhi–110009, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. S.K. Sogani, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Savita Kumar at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, Delhi-Mathura Road, New Delhi, resulting in her death on 31.5.2011, was confirmed.
7. To discuss report of Anti quackery Committee
(a) Minutes of the Anti Quackery Committee meeting held on 5th July, 2012 and 6th July, 2012, which were circulated to the Council members present (appended herewith as annexure ‘B (colly), were confirmed except the issues pertaining to some of the individuals registered with Delhi Bharatiya Chikitsa Parishad while Chief District Medical Officer report mentioning about practicing integrated medicine, was not take up due to the paucity of time (S.No.7, 9, 12, 16, 17, 21, 27 dated 5.7.2012 and S. No. 6, 23, 26, 27, 28, 31, 32, 33, 40 dated 6.8.2012).  The issue pertaining to these individuals to be taken up in next Council meeting. 
(b) In respect of the minutes of the Anti-Quackery Committee dated 14th March 2012 in respect of complaint against Shri Jatin Chaudhary, it was observed that since it has been inadvertently mentioned that no reply in response to show cause notice, was filed by Shri Jatin Chaudhary, the same be deleted and substituted with “that reply was filed by Shri Jatin Chaudhary”.  The minutes of Anti-Quackery Committee dated 14th March, 2012 stands modified to this extent and the modified minutes is confirmed. 
The Council further directed that in respect of complaint of Shri Jatin Chaudhary, in terms of earlier decision of the Council dated 4th July, 2012, a reminder be again sent to the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi for taking necessary action in this matter.  
(c) The Council noted its disconcert at the legal notice received from the Delhi Bharatiya Chikitsa Parishad and termed it highly inappropriate and objectionable.  The Council further resolved by reiterating its principle stand that it is mandated by the Delhi Medical Council Act, 1997 to initiate criminal prosecution against any person found to be practicing in modern scientific system of medicine without holding any recognized qualification as per Schedule First, Second, Third to Indian Medical Council Act, 1956 and not being registered with Delhi Medical Council. 
8. To discuss about the Finance Committee meeting.

Minutes of the Finance Committee meeting held on 12th July, 2012, which were circulated to the Council members present, were confirmed.  The same are appended herewith as annexure ‘C’.
9. Any other item with permission of Chair

1) On the proposal of the President, the Council unanimously nominated Dr. B. Gupta, Member, Delhi Medical Council to be a member of Delhi Pharmacy Council.

2) The Registrar informed that a request has been received from Dr. Usha Thakur Kothari (Delhi Medical Council Registration No. 26379), seeking permission to surrender her Delhi Medical Council registration, as she does not want to continue her medical practice and infact wants to join legal profession.  The Council acceded to the request of Dr. Usha Thakur Kothari and directs that Medical Council of India be also informed accordingly.
