The meeting was adjourned at 2.30 pm due to lack of quoram.  The meeting was reconvened at 3.00 pm.

Dr. Vinay Aggarwal, Vice President, welcomed the members to the meeting.  

The following agenda was discussed :-

1. Confirmation of the minutes of the last meeting held on 8th June, 2011 

Minutes of the last Council meeting held on 8th June, 2011, which were circulated to all the members, were confirmed, with the following modifications :-

(a) Dr. B. Gupta could not attend the meeting with prior leave of absence.

(b) In respect of Agenda 5 –To finalize the panel of experts for cases of medical  negligence / professional misconduct”, the following be also added :-

“In case none of the expert as per list is available, in such a case the Secretary in consultation with President may invite a specialist not in the list provided he meet the criteria set out for expert by the Council.”
2. Action taken report of minutes of the meeting held on 8th June, 2011

Action taken report, which was circulated to all the members, was approved. 

3. To inform the members about progress of Land & Building Committee 

The Secretary informed the Council that Maulana Azad Medical College vide letter No. F.1/Office Space/MAMC/EC/07/12510-12517 dated 11.6.2011 has allotted office space to Delhi Medical Council at Room No. 308, 3rd Floor, Main Admn. Block, Maulana Azad Medical College New Delhi.  The Secretary further informed that the space allotted will require extensive renovation to make it fit for office use.  The Council directed that for undertaking renovation at the new allotted office space advertisements be placed in newspaper inviting tenders. 

4. To discuss cases of medical negligence and unethical conduct 
(i) The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint No. 493 of Shri Krishan Kumar Sharma r/o. 532, Sector -7, Urban Estate, Karnal, Haryana, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Batra Hospital and Medical Research Centre, I, Tughlakabad Institutional Area, Mehrauli-Badarpur Road, New Delhi-110062, in the treatment administered to his wife late Nirmala Sharma, resulting in her death on 26.3.2008, came up for confirmation.
Whilst confirming the Order of Disciplinary Committee, the Council observed that in the observation of the Disciplinary Committee at point 2 wherein it has been observed that “It seems from material on record that the patient after undergoing C.T. Scan most probably had a delayed allergic contrast reaction”, the word delayed be expunged. 

The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed.

(ii) The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint no. 696 of Shri Anshul Jain r/o. 23, Kamdhenu Apartment, Rohini, Sector-9, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. P.K. Dave, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Rockland Hospital, B-33-34, Qutab Institutional Area, New Delhi-110016, was confirmed. 
(iii) The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in complaint No. 795 of Shri U.K.Sinha, r/o. B-191, Type-IV, Nanakpura, South Moti Bagh, New Delhi – 110021, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Bhupendra Nath Singh and Dr. Vishal Sharma, in the treatment administered to complainant’s sons late Navneet Singa(I.P. No. 10/650) at Indian Spinal Injuries Centre, Vasant Kunj, New Delhi, resulting in his death on 13.9.2010, came up for confirmation.
Whilst confirming the Order of Disciplinary Committee, the Council observed that in the observation of the Disciplinary Committee at point 4 i.e. “The hospital authorities also need to revisit the protocol being followed regarding the consultant’s role and should take step to ensure that one consultant 
atleast should always be physically available at all time in a particular unit/ward, so that medical care of the patients is not left in the hands of junior doctors/residents alone in order to avoid such situation in future where neither the primary consultant examine the patient nor the hospital authorities are aware of such a situation, hence, no alternative arrangement is made, as a result, the patient welfare/health is compromised” be expunged, as the same are unwarranted. Similarly since as per the findings of the Disciplinary Committee, no medical negligence has been attributed in the treatment administered to the patient at Indian Spinal Injuries Centre Dr. Bhupendra Nath Singh cannot be held guilty of medical negligence, hence, in the last paragraph of the Disciplinary Committee Order wherein it has been mentioned “In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Disciplinary Committee that Dr. Bhupendra Nath Singh is guilty of professional misconduct and medical negligence”, the word “and medical negligence” be expunged.    

The Council further observed that the decision of the Delhi Medical Council holding Dr. Bhupendra Nath Singh (DMC Registration no. 32254) guilty of professional misconduct is final.   However, the Order directing the removal of name from the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council shall come into effect after 30 days from the date of the Order.

The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed.

(iv) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 658 of Shri N.K. Jain r/o. WZ-603, Palam Village, New Delhi – 110045, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging professional misconduct on the part of Dr. Sweta, in issuing false MLC (No.23426 dated 25.11.2009) report in respect of Shri Ramesh Chand Jain, was confirmed.
(v) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 723 of Shri Pervez Ahmed r/o. E-1803, Jahangirpuri, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Bhatia Hospital, A-25, Ramgarh Colony, G.T. Karnal Highway, Delhi, was confirmed. 
5. To discuss report of Anti quackery Committee

The Council approved the minutes of Anti Quackery Committee meeting held on 9th June, 2011, appended herewith as annexure ‘B’ which were circulated to all the members.  
6. Any other item with permission of Chair

No other item was discussed.
