O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Disciplinary Committee examined a representation from Police Station GTB Enclave, Shahdara District, Delhi, alleging professional misconduct on the part of Dr. Barun, in respect of preparation of MLC at Indira Gandhi E.S.I.C. Hospital, Jhilmil, Delhi-110095, in reference to a patient named Smt. Anuradha w/o Ratan Mishra r/o C-3/268, Nand Nagri, Delhi.
The Order of the Disciplinary Committee dated 26th September, 2023 is reproduced herein-below:-

The Disciplinary Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station GTB Enclave, Shahdara District, Delhi, alleging professional misconduct on the part of Dr. Barun, in respect of preparation of MLC at Indira Gandhi E.S.I.C. Hospital, Jhilmil, Delhi-110095(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in reference to a patient named Smt. Anuradha w/o Ratan Mishra r/o C-3/268, Nand Nagri, Delhi.

The Disciplinary Committee perused the representation from Police, written statement of Dr. Rajiv Ranjan, Dy. Medical Superintendent, Indira Gandhi ESI Hospital, enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Barun Kumar, copy of post mortem report no. 1090/18, subsequent opinion dated 14.07.2020 in respect of post mortem report no. 1090/18 dated 21.06.2018 and other documents on record.

The Disciplinary Committee noted that the police in its representation has averred that an information regarding the death of a lady patient Anuradha(the patient) w/o Ratan Mishra, was received from the ESI Hospital, Jhilmil, Shahdara, Delhi vide DD No. 23B dated 20th June, 2018 and the same was marked to the ASI Mukesh for necessary action.  During the enquiry, ASI collected the MLC No.98/2018 dated 20th June, 2018 and came to know that the patient was admitted at the above hospital on 10th June, 2018 with alleged history of trauma over neck cloth around over neck by fan while working in factory on 10th June, 2018.  It has been further mentioned that on 20th June, 2018 at 04.00 p.m., the patient collapsed and expired.  The patient’s mother who reported for the first time on 20th June, 2018 at morning time, reported that the male who was accompanying the patient during her whole course of stay, was not her husband; she suspects foul play at her.  Consequently, this case was registered and investigation was taken up.  During the course of investigation, information/documents regarding the treatment of the patient, were collected from ESI Hospital.  As per the aforesaid information/documents, the patient was initially attended by Dr. Barun Kumar (then CMO), now IMO Grade-1, IGESIC Hospital on 10th June, 2018 with alleged history of trauma over neck cloth around over neck by fan while working in factory on 10th June, 2018, but neither he prepared the MLC into the matter nor informed the police in this regard.  Due to this omission on the part of the Dr. Barun, the statement of the victim (the patient), could not be recorded, whereas, the patient survived till 20th June, 2018 (10 days).  This omission on the part of Dr. Barun, caused damage to this case; hence, the matter is reported to the Delhi Medical Council for kind information and necessary action.  

Dr. Barun Kumar in his written statement averred that he was in evening duty 03:00 p.m. to 09:00 p.m. as CMO on 10th June, 2018.  He attended the patient Smt. Anuradha at about 06:00 p.m. with history of trauma over neck with cloth round over neck by fan, while working in factory.  As per history, the accident had occurred in the factory.  He (Dr. Barun Kumar) asked for injury report (B/1 Form) issued by the Factory Manager.  It was told that B/1 Form will be provided soon.  In view of the above assurance given by the attendant of the patient, he did not make the MLC at that time, because as per Medico Legal Guidelines issued by the ESIC, in case of injuries sustained in the factory by an Insured Person (IP) and IP reports with B/1, Form duly filled by Factory Manager it per say is not a Medico Legal Case until and unless the IP insists from Medico Legal Case for alleged negligence on the part of employer.  He started primary treatment and referred the case for the proper management to the doctor on duty of concerned department.   
Dr. Anshu Tandon, Spl. ENT, Indira Gandhi E.S.I.C. Hospital stated that she was the ENT Specialist who treated the deceased Smt. Anuradha (the patient) at Indira Gandhi E.S.I.C. Hospital.  The patient had complaint of alleged history of strangulation with chunni with fan while working in the factory.  The patient had complaint of pain and swelling around the neck.  There was also blood staining on spiting and there was no history of DM, HTN or any other medical and surgical illness.  She examined, investigated and evaluated the patient and made a provisional diagnosis of STI cervical region and treated the patient as per standard line of the treatment.  

On enquiry by the Disciplinary Committee as to why she did not initiate the M.L.C. being the treating doctor, she stated that the same is to be done by the C.M.O.
In view of the above, the Disciplinary Committee makes the following observations :-

1) It is noted that the patient Smt. Anuradha, 34 years old female, was admitted in said Hospital on 10th June, 2018 at 08.52 p.m. with alleged history of trauma over neck due to chunni (cloth) around the neck, which was entangled in table fan (farrata) while working in the factory.  There were abrasions marks over the neck with bruises.  The patient was unable to talk, could breathe but with some effort, blood mixed with saliva was coming out.  On examination, her blood pressure was 110/70 mmHg, pulse was 86/minute, per abdomen-soft non tender and stidor was present.  The patient was examined and investigated and diagnosed as a case of strangulation; unfortunately, she died during the course of the treatment on 20th June, 2018 at 04.00 p.m.  

Subsequently, after the expiry of the patient, her mother who reported for the first time on 20th June, 2018 in the morning, reported that the male who was accompanying the patient during her whole course of stay, was not her husband and she suspected foul-play with the patient; thus, MLC No.98/2018 dated 20th June, 2018 was initiated and report was sent to the police at 06.00 a.m. on 20th June, 2018.

2) It is noted that as per the doctor’s note at the time of the admission of the patient at Indira Gandhi E.S.I.C. Hospital on 10th June, 2018, it has been mentioned that accident report awaited.  It is, however, very disconcerting to note that there was no follow-up regarding this patient by Dr. Barun or any of the doctors of Indira Gandhi E.S.I.C. Hospital, who had subsequently treated the patient, resulting in delay initiation of MLC.
3) It is observed that there is no delay in the treatment.  Dr. Barun had relied on ESI manual but failed to follow-up for Form B.  In such cases, it is mandatory to make the M.L.C.  There is no evidence on records showing deliberate failure to make the M.L.C.  Also, the relatives during the admission period, did not demand the M.L.C. or suspected foul play nor treating doctor took history to rule out foul play.  

In light of the observations made hereinabove, the Disciplinary Committee recommends that a warning be issued to Dr. Barun Kumar (Delhi Medical Council Registration No.24840) and Dr. Anshu Tandon (Delhi Medical Council Registration No.64530).  It is also directed that the Medical Superintendent, Indira Gandhi E.S.I.C. Hospital should hold the C.M.E.(Continuing Medical Education) on these matters for sensitization of all concerned. 

Matter stands disposed.

The Council further confirmed the punishment of warning awarded by the Disciplinary Committee to Dr. Barun Kumar (Delhi Medical Council Registration No.24840).  

The Council further observed that the Order directing the issuance of warning shall come into effect after 60 days from the date of the Order.  

This observation is to be incorporated in the final Order to be issued.  The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed.”
