O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station Kalyanpuri, East Distt., Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Babu Khan, s/o Rahishuddin, 17/203A, Jhuggi Kalyanpuri, Delhi-110091, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Ashutosh Kumar, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Geo Hospital, Plot No.3, Madhu Vihar, Khora Colony, Opp. Mayur Vihar Phase-III, Ghaziabad (U.P.)-201020.    
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th September, 2023 is reproduced herein below:- 
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station Kalyanpuri, East Distt., Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Babu Khan, s/o Rahishuddin, 17/203A, Jhuggi Kalyanpuri, Delhi-110091, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Ashutosh Kumar, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Geo Hospital, Plot No.3, Madhu Vihar, Khora Colony, Opp. Mayur Vihar Phase-III, Ghaziabad (U.P.)-201020.    
The Executive Committee perused the representation from police, written statement of Dr. Ashutosh Kumar Medical Superintendent of Geo Hospital, copy of medical records of Geo Hospital and other documents on record.

Medical Superintendent Geo Hospital 
The complainant Shri Babu Khan alleged that on 08th October 2020 he got pain in his liver and he was admitted in LBS Hospital for treatment. He was discharged from LBS Hospital on 13th October 2020. But he again felt pain and went to Life Line Medical Centre, Khichripur, Delhi. Dr. Ashutosh of Life Line Medical Centre got him admitted in GEO Hospital in Khod Colony, Mayur Vihar Phase-3 and he was operated upon on 14th October 2020 by a team of Dr. S. K. Santosh and his team. They put a tube in his stomach and discharged him. But after sometime, his situation got worse and green colour secretion started coming from his stomach. When he again went to Dr. Ashutosh, he said that he cannot treat him and advised him to go to G. B. Pant Hospital. He alleged negligent and careless treatment by Dr. Ashutosh due to which his situation got worse. 
As per the police representation it is alleged that on 08th October 2020 he got pain in his liver and he was admitted in LBS Hospital for treatment. He was discharged from LBS Hospital on 13th October 2020. But he again felt pain and went to Life Line Medical Centre, Khichripur, Delhi. Dr. Ashutosh of Life Line Medical Centre got him admitted in GEO Hospital in Khod Colony, Mayur Vihar Phase-3 and he was operated upon on 14th October 2020 by a team of S. K. Santosh and his team. They put a tube in his stomach and discharged him. But after sometime, his situation got worse and green colour secretion started coming from his stomach. When he again went to Dr. Ashutosh, he said that he cannot treat him and advised him to go to G. B. Pant Hospital. He alleged negligent and careless treatment by Dr. Ashutosh due to which his situation got worse. 

Dr. Ashutosh Kumar Medical Superintendent Geo Hospital in his written statement averred that the patient had pain abdomen on 08th October 2020 and was earlier admitted in other hospital (LBS Hospital, Khichripur, Delhi. He was discharged on 13th October 2021. However, the patient has not submitted his medical record of LBS Hospital and thus concealed the material facts related to the case. The patient Mr. Babu Khan visited him in the OPD of Life-line Medical Centre, Khichripur on 13th October 2020. USG abdomen was suggestive of Liver abscess, Cholelithiasis, with Pyocele of Gall bladder. The patient was advised hospitalization for drainage of liver abscess and better management. The patient was admitted in Geo Hospital, Ghaziabad on 14th October 2020 at 10:13 a.m. with complain of pain abdomen, off and on for 01 month, recurrent episodes of vomiting, loss of appetite, chest discomfort and history of fever. On examination, his general condition was poor, blood pressure was 100/80 mmHg, pulse was 68/min, resp. rate was 22/min. On physical examination guarding and tenderness was present in the abdomen. After though assessment, the patient was planned for USG assisted Pigtail catheter drainage of pus under local anaesthesia. The patient was explained about the plan of care and consent was taken (both from the patient and his wife), and pus was drained on 14th October 2020 at about 07:00 p.m. The procedure was uneventful and the patient was put on I/V antibiotics, pain killer, oral antacids, me I/V fluid. The patient’s condition improved gradually and his vitals were also stable. On 15th October 2020, he had mild pain abdomen. All necessary investigations (CBC, Blood Urea, S. Bilirubin, S. Creatinine, SGOT, SGPT) were done. The patient was closely monitored and treatment continued and the patient’s condition improved gradually. During the hospital stay, on 18th October 2020, the patient and attendants requested for discharge due to financial reasons. So, the patient was referred to GB Pant Hospital for further management. Thus, it is clear that he treated the patient diligently, prudently and as per medical standards. The patient was never neglected and there was no act of commission or omission that constituted medical negligence or deficiency in service. 
In view of the above, the Executive Committee makes the following observations:-

1) It is noted that patient Shri Babu Khan 28 years old male, presented to Geo Hospital with complaint of pain upper abdomen, nausea, vomiting breathing discomfort since 5-8 days on 14th October, 2020. He was admitted, ultrasound showed liver abscess with cholelithiasis with              pyocele g Gall Bladder. He was managed conservatively, put on antibiotics (monocef/metrogyl). USG guided pigtail insertion was done under short General Anesthesia on 14.10.2020. Patient condition improved and discharged on 18.10.2020 with pig tail in Situ, prognosis explained. Subsequently the patient was admitted in GB Pant Hospital on 19.01.2021, wherein it was noted that patient was apparently well three months back then he developed pain abdomen acute in onset mild to moderate in intensity no aggravating factor relieved on medication, admitted with fever high grade(103, 104), chills relieved on medication, vomiting 2-3 episode non bilious containing food particles there was no blood and was non foul smelling. For which he went to Lal Bahadur Shastri Hospital where he underwent USG and diagnosed with GSD and liver abscess. He was managed conservatively for 5 days and hen discharged. Again he developed pain in right hypochondrium for which he went to private hospital on 08.10.2020 and pigtail catheterization was done. He was then referred to GIPMER. He was examined and investigated. The patient was evaluated further and found to have choledochalicyst with Cholelithiasis with percutaneous drain abutting the GB wall. They planned for surgery and operated on 19.01.2021. Post operatively drain output was around 100ml on Pod 1. He was started orally on POD 4 and then gradually increased. He tolerated well. Drain output reduced to minimal and was removed on POD 6. Patient was started orally, ambulating well and was discharged on 29.01.2021. 
In view of the above the Executive Committee is of the opinion that the doctor of Life Line Medical Centre had treated the patient with percuatneous drainage of liver abscess and conservative management of cholecystitis. This is in line with the standard treatment of liver abscess with cholecystitits. After the emergent management the patient was on request referred  to GIPMER for further management.

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. Ashutosh Kumar of Geo Hospital in the treatment of complainant. 
Complaint stands disposed.”
