O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined  a complaint of Sarvodaya Hospital and Research Centre, Sector 8, Faridabad, alleging professional misconduct on the part of Dr. Riya Kumari, House No. 979, Sector 09, Near Anhony School, Haryana-121006. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd September, 2023 is reproduced herein below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Sarvodaya Hospital and Research Centre, Sector 8, Faridabad, alleging professional misconduct on the part of Dr. Riya Kumari, House No. 979, Sector 09, Near Anhony School, Haryana-121006. 

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Riya Kumari and other documents on record.
The following was heard in person:-

The Executive Committee noted that the complainant Medical Superintendent of Sarvodaya Hospital failed to appear before the Executive Committee, inspite of notice.

In the interest of justice, the Executive Committee decided to proceed with the matter in order to determine it on merits.
It is noted that as per the complaint it is alleged that amidst the worst hit global pandemic, wherein the entire healthcare sector and the nation was going through a very tough time, Dr. Riya Kumari who was associated with them as a full time resident medical officer since 2/2/2021, in such a pandemic situation, decided to abscond from the service, since 4/17/2021 leaving her patient with no formal notice. They request the Council to take stringent action against such individual, involved in unethical practices and behavior.
Dr. Riya Kumari, Sarvodaya Hospital and Research Centre in her written statement averred that she joined Sarvodaya Hospital on 02.02.2021 and was doing her duty. But on 18.4.2021 she was sick with stomach infection because of previous duodenal ulcer so she was not able to do her duty on 18.4.2021 and hence, handed over her patients to Dr. Poonam and went home. On 19.4.2021 her father who is diabetic started having fever and cold-cough. On 20.4.2021 her brother was complaining of high grade fever, cough and running nose. She got frightened because of COVID infection so ask them to isolate. On 21.4.2021 her mother who is hypertensive having fever, cold and severe headache and afternoon onwards her bhabhi complaining of fever, joint pain and cold (severe), because of no home sample collection, no COVID test was done, no one was able to go out. Fever was there on-off and symptoms of mild COVID was there. At that time she was the only one who rush to market to get medicines and basic need things of day and to cook food and to take care of her niece who is 3 years old. With in next 2 days they had loss of taste and smell and her  asbrother  and  father  found  it  difficult  to  breathe  fully.   She  rushed  to hospital for an emergency help but no bed was available. On 26.4.22021 they visited Sarvodaya Hospital. Dr. asked to do CT of his father the CT score was 14. On 27.4.2021, her brother, bhabhi and mother got their COVID test done in Palwal as nowhere test was possible in Faridabad and they came out positive. On 29.4.2021, saturation of her father was 85-89 so they again went to hospital Dr. asked to do some proning exercise and take medication, but the saturation was dropping only and on 8.5.2021 he got admitted in Sarvodaya Hospital under Dr. Manisha Mehdiratta and discharged on 12.5.2021.  Subsequently due to illness of her father, she was not keeping well. She has to take care of her family. She was not able to do Covid duty and she expresses regret for the same.
In view of the above, the Executive Committee makes the following observation:- 
1. The explanation given by Dr. Riya Kumari alongwith documentary evidences explains her reason for quitting the job. 

2. The Medical Superintendent of Sarvodaya Hospital failed to appear before the Executive Committee to corroborate the complaint. 

3. We are of the considered opinion that there is nothing on records to prove unethical behavior of Dr. Riya Kumari. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that no case of professional misconduct is made out on the part of Dr. Riya Kumari.
Complaint stand disposed.”
