O R D E R 

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Ramesh Chand r/o House No. 158-B, Gali No. 5, East Krishna Vihar, Najafgarh, New Delhi-110043, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Ortho Plus Hospital, RZ-B-28, Gopal Nagar, Najafgarh, Delhi -110043, in the treatment of complainant. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th March, 2024 is reproduced herein below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Ramesh Chand r/o House No. 158-B, Gali No. 5, East Krishna Vihar, Najafgarh, New Delhi-110043, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Ortho Plus Hospital, RZ-B-28, Gopal Nagar, Najafgarh, Delhi-110043(referred hereinafter as said Hospital), in the treatment of complainant. 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. S.K. Gaur, Medical Director enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Abhishek Maru, copy of medical records of Ortho Plus Hospital and other documents on records. 

The following were heard in person:-

1) Shri Ramesh Chand 
 Complainant

2) Dr. Abhishek Maru

The complainant Shri Ramesh Chand stated that he was diagnosed with umbilical Hernia. He got admitted to Ortho Plus Hospital on 17.02.2021 for undergoing surgery. He underwent laparoscopic surgery for umbilical Hernia on 18.02.2021. The surgery was performed by Dr. Abhishek Maru. During the surgery, because of the negligence of Dr. Abhishek Maru, he suffered Jejunal Perforation because of which his condition became critical. Dr. Abhishek Maru referred him to Aakash Hospital on 22.02.2021 for further management. He was admitted to Aakash Hospital on 22.02.2021, there he had to go to another surgery on 23.02.2021 and had to remain in the Hospital and bear the medical expenses till 01.03.2021, when he was discharged. He further requested to take strict action be taken against Dr. Abhishek Maru and Dr. S. K. Gaur Medical Director of the Ortho Plus Hospital for their act of medical negligence during his treatment at Ortho Plus Hospital.
Dr. Abhishek Maru Surgeon, Ortho Plus Hospital stated that Shri Ramesh Chand was admitted to said hospital on 17th February, 2021 with a diagnosis of Umbilical hernia for which laparoscopic mesh hernioplasty (IPOM) was done after all necessary pre-operative evaluation and informed consent. The complainant was very well explained all the pros and cons of laparoscopic as well as open surgery and he opted for the laparoscopic procedure. He was subjected to Laparoscopic mesh Hernioplasty (IPOM) under general anesthesia on 18th February, 2021. During surgery first laparoscopic port was placed in left hypochondrium after creating pneumoperitoneum using Veeres Needle which is a blind procedure. Injury to underlying structure is a known complication considering the fact that Veeres Needle insertion is a blind procedure. Routine examination of gut through camera was done. However, a small rent may sometime be missed. Procedure was uneventful and patient was operated. Patient was comfortable post-operatively on day 0 and day 1. On 22.02.2021 patient was referred to higher centre considering the possibility of injury to the underlying gut since patient was not improving. Without any further delay, patient was referred to higher centre where facility of CECT was available. Patient was in stable condition when referred and appropriate discussion was done beforehand with the doctor in charge in referring centre, for patient benefits.  What happened to Shri Ramesh Chand is a known complication of the laparoscopic hernioplasty and it is baseless to say that it is negligence on the part of hospital and doctor in any case. 
In view of the above, the Executive Committee makes the following observations:-
1) It is noted that the complainant Shri Ramesh Chand 52 years old male who was diagnosed case of umbilical Hernia was admitted in Ortho Plus Hospital on 17.02.2021. He underwent Laparoscopic mesh Herinoplasty under general anesthesia on 18.02.2021. The surgery was performed under consent by Dr. Abhishek Maru. On 19.02.2021 the complainant complained of pain abdomen, ghabrahat and sweating. Inspite of conservative treatment, the complainant’s symptoms persisted and worsened. An ultrasound abdomen done on 22.02.2021 was suggestive of paralytic ileus with interloop ascites and he was referred to a higher centre. The complainant thereafter was admitted in Aakash Hospital on 22.02.2021. He underwent CT whole abdomen on 22.2.2021 which was suggestive of mildly prominent jejunal loops with gradual transition involving ileum ?shock bowel. Based on clinical examination and CT investigation he was diagnosed to have post IPOM with Jejunal Perforation peritonitis with abdominal abscess with sepsis. He underwent exploratory laparotomy with abdomen abscess drainage with jejunal perforation repair with removal of infection mesh under general anesthesia 23.02.2021. He was discharged on 01.03.2021. 
2) It is observed that during IOP surgery the patient suffered a known complication of jejunal perforation, which was identified/ diagnosed and the patient was referred to a higher centre for further surgical management, as per accepted professional practices in such cases.  
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of doctors of Ortho Plus Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th March, 2024 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th March, 2024.
