O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, Palam Village, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Shri Manoj Kumar s/o Shri Ramesh Kumar r/o- RZ-A2/26, Duga Park, Sagarpur, New Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to Shri Manoj Kumar  at Bhagat Chandra Hospital, D-2/48-49, Janakpuri, New Delhi-110058, resulting in his death at Bhagat Chandra Hospital on 23.09.2013. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 08th June, 2023 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station, Palam Village, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Shri Manoj Kumar s/o Shri Ramesh Kumar r/o- RZ-A2/26, Duga Park, Sagarpur, New Delhi(referred hereinafter as the patient), allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to Shri Manoj Kumar at Bhagat Chandra Hospital, D-2/48-49, Janakpuri, New Delhi-110058(referred hereinafter as the said HHHospital), resulting in his death at Bhagat Chandra Hospital on 23.09.2013. 
The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, copy of medical records of Bhagat Chandra Hospital, Post Mortem report No. 1280/2013 dated 24.09.2013, final opinion as to cause of death in respect of Post mortem report No. 1280/2013 dated 05.10.2018 and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observed that the patient Shri Manoj Kumar a 28 years old male was admitted on 17th September, 2013 in Bhagat Chandra Hospital with complaint of unconsciousness at home for five minutes ?seizures. Patient had history of high grade fever 4-5 days. On admission, his BP was 130/70mmHg. Chest was noted to be clear. Patient was in postictal phase. Patient was loaded with inj. Epsolin, I/V fluids, antibiotics, antacids, antipyretics. CT scan of brain was reported normal. Patient was found to be negative for Dengue fever, malaria. Sr. Widal was positive up to 1/160. Lumbar puncture done was negative. Patient was seen by neurologist and started on Inj. Acyclovir. Patient had history of irrelevant talk since 3 days. Patient remained febrile. On 23.09.2013 patient suddenly had a cardiac arrest at 8.30am. Patient was intubated and put on ventilator support. CPR was initiated. Patient was given ionotropic support and all life saving drugs, however, he could not be revived and was declared dead at 11.15am on 23rd September, 2013. The cause of death as per Post Mortem report was respiratory failure caused by bilateral lobar pneumonia/pneumonitis. 
The patient was examined and investigated and diagnosed with acute febrile illness with seizure disorder with bilateral medical renal disease and was treated conservatively as per standard protocol. During the course of hospitalization the patient Shri Manoj Kumar was managed empirically for meningoencephalitis with antibiotics, antimalaria, acyclovir. CSF report was also consistent with HSV 1 positivity. 
It is observed that the Post Mortem report is consistent with possibility of meningoencephalitis and bilateral pneumonitis.  The patient was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases. He died due to his underlying condition, which carried a poor prognosis, inspite of being administered adequate treatment.
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence and professional misconduct is made out on the part of doctors of Bhagat Chandra Hospital, in the treatment administered to Shri Manoj Kumar. 
Matter stand disposed.”
