O R D E R 

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Rohit Verma r/o C-140, Gali no. 5, Bhajanpura, Delhi-110053, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctor of BLK Hospital, in the treatment of complainant. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 31st May, 2023 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Rohit Verma r/o C-140, Gali no. 5, Bhajanpura, Delhi-110053, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctor of BLK Hospital, in the treatment of complainant. 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Suhas Parnami Medical Superintendent BLK Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Y P S Rana, copy of medical records of BLK Hospital and other documents on record. 

The Executive Committee noted that the patient Shri Rohit 22 year old male had history of road traffic accident in 2015 and he was on supra pubic catheter SPC. The patient reported to Dr. BLK Hospital under Dr. YPS Rana in 2017 and he was taken for cysto panendoscopy (CPE), progressive perineal urethroplasty on 24th January, 2017. After 4 weeks SPC and Foleys catheter were removed and the patient passed urine well and advised to do self-urethral calibration.  As per given records the patient was not regular in his OPD follow up. He was again admitted on 27th September, 2017 with complaints of increase urgency, thin stream of urine and voiding difficulty. He was again diagnosed with having narrowing of anastomosis (stricture urethra). He was taken for cystoscopy and optical internal uretherotomy (OIU), under consent. The patient was discharged from hospital on 30th July, 2017. He was again advised to do self urethal caliberation once a week to follow up in OPD. He was not regular in OPD follow up. The patient again reported to the hospital on 03rd June, 2021 with complaint of straining during passing urine and burning micturition. He was counselled for need for doing open surgery versus endoscopic procedure after explaining the success and failure of both the procedures. The patient/family opted for endoscopic procedure and as they were not ready to accept the known risk of open surgery, the patient was taken up for CPE, OIU, Buccal mucosa graft harvesting and endoscopic urethroplasty on 7th June, 2021, under consent. The patient had uneventful post of period and after 2 weeks the denuded mucosal tissue came out as a normal phenomenon because the buckle take up was not satisfactory due to the fibrosis of the uretheral stricture. The Foleys catheter was removed after 3 weeks. The patient was passing urine well and was advised for regular follow up and once a week catheter caliberation. He was discharged on 12th June, 2021. The patient later lost follow up and did not do the proper urethral calibration. Later on the patient again came back to the hospital on 24th January, 2022 with complaints of dysuria frequency and obstructive LUTS.  He was admitted and was diagnosed to be suffering from stricture urethra. He was taken up for inferior pubectomy and end to end progressive perineal urethroplasty-surgery on 27th January, 2022, under consent. Post-op period was uneventful and the patient was discharged from the hospital on 1st February, 2022 with advice to follow up in OPD.  Now his SPC has been removed and is passing urine well. He last came for consultation in OPD on 06th February, 2023 and was doing well. As per the available literature, none of the treatment has 100% success rate and the patient may have to undergo repeated procedures requiring regular follow up and urethral self calibrations. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, observed that patient was treated as per accepted professional practices in such case it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctor of BLK Hospital, in the treatment of complainant. 
 Complaint stand disposed.”
