O R D E R 
The Delhi Medical Council through its Disciplinary Committee examined a representation from Dy. Commissioner of Police Dwarka District, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Sunita Devi, alleging medical negligence on the part of the doctors of Mahavir Multispecialty Hospital, Block K-4/12A, Near Gagan Bharti School, Mohan Garden, Uttam Nagar, New Delhi-110059, in the treatment of complainant’s daughter Smt. Kajal, resulting in her death on 03.11.2021 at BM Gupta Hospital, where she was subsequently treated. 
The Order of the Disciplinary Committee dated 04th October, 2022 is reproduced herein-below :-

The Disciplinary Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Dy. Commissioner of Police Dwarka District, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Sunita Devi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of the doctors of Mahavir Multispecialty Hospital, Block K-4/12A, Near Gagan Bharti School, Mohan Garden, Uttam Nagar, New Delhi-110059 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment of complainant’s daughter Smt. Kajal (referred hereinafter as the patient), resulting in her death on 03.11.2021 at BM Gupta Hospital, where she was subsequently treated. 
The Disciplinary Committee perused the representation from Police, copy of complaint, written statement of Dr. Angad Singh, Mahavir Multispecialty Hospital, copy of medical records of Mahavir Multispecialty Hospital and other documents on record. 

The following were heard in person:-

The Disciplinary Committee noted that inspite of repeated notices Dr. Angad Singh has chosen not to appear before the Disciplinary Committee.  It is further noted that he sent a representation (e-mail) dated 22nd September, 2022 which on the face, it is contradictory to the written statement, submitted by Dr. Angad Singh in his individual capacity and as well as in the capacity of the Medical Superintendent, Medical Superintendent, Mahavir Multispecialty Hospital.

The Disciplinary Committee also noted that Dr. Vikas Chaudhary who had summoned vide notice dated 12th September, 2022 failed to appear before the Disciplinary.  Further, Medical Superintendent, Mahavir Multispecialty Hospital also failed to ensure the presence Dr. Vikas Chaudahry before the Disciplinary Committee, inspite of notice. 
In the interest of justice, the Disciplinary Committee decided to proceed with the matter in order to determine it on merits.  

The complainant Smt. Sunita Devi alleged that his daughter Ms. Kajal (the patient), 25 years old female who was admitted in Mahavir Multispecialty Hospital for complaints of fever and died due to wrong treatment, given by the doctors of Mahavir Multispecialty Hospital.  It is, therefore, requested that strict action be taken against the hospital and its doctors.  

Dr. Angad Singh, General Physician, Mahavir Multispecialty Hospital in his written statement averred that the patient Ms. Kajal Kumari 25 years came to the hospital with complaints of fever, cough and cold.  He had done all necessary blood tests at 22nd October, 2021 and reports were found normal; only fever on/off.  In the daycare from 23rd October, 2021 to 26th October, 2021, the treatment as: injection Emset 4mg I/V, injection Pan 40mg I/V, injection Monocef I/V and injection PCM I/v were administered.  And again, all blood tests were repeated in 26th October, 2021.  No abnormality was found and all tests were found normal.  By USG, they found grade 1st fatty liver and other all vitals were normal.  The general condition was stable and continued with the medicines Dolo 650mg, liver toxic and Rontrvax F-200 mg.  The vitals on 26th October, 2021 were blood-pressure-110/70 mmHg, pulse rate-86/min and temperature-98.1 degree F, S1S2 N, CB/C-clean A/E, CNS-NAD.  The patient again visited on 31st October, 2021 at 04.30 p.m. as LAMA from Mata Roop Rani Maggo Hospital there detected dengue positive thrombocytopenia.  (I/c) the vitals on 31st October, 2021 at 04.30 p.m. were blood pressure-100/60 mmHg, pulse rate-80/min., fever-99.4 degree F, SPO2-98%, CB/C-clean A/E +, S1S2-N and CNS-Nad.  The patient was advised injection Emset 4mg I/V BD, injection Pan 40 mg IV BD, injection Monocef I/V BD, injection PCM I/V SOS, injection Eldervit 1mg SOS, injection Eldverit 1 mg BD, fluid RC-O, tablet Dolo 650 TDS and NS-O.   He repeated all the blood tests on 02nd November, 2021.  On USG, moderate ascites was found.  In evening, Dr. Vikas Choudary (General Surgeon) tapped 500 ml fluid and in the morning of 03rd November, 2021 at 10.30 a.m., the patient was referred to higher centre. The vitals at the time of referring the patient were blood pressue-100/60 mmHg, pulse rate-97/min., fever-97.5 degree F, SPO-99%, CBC-clean A/E positive; CVS-S1S2, CNS-NAD and general condition was stable.    
In view of the above, the Disciplinary Committee makes the following observations:-
1) It is noted that the patient Smt. Kajal Kumari 25 years female, was admitted in the said Hospital on 31st October, 2021.  She was examined and investigated.  She was diagnosed as case of severe ascites, dengue NS positive, and enteric fever.  She was treated conservatively.  On 03rd November, 2021 through Ascitic Tapping 500 ml fluid was removed and the patient was referred to a higher centre.  The patient was, then, admitted in B.M. Gupta Hospital.  On examination HR-108/m, blood pressure-80/60 mmHg, temperature 100 degree F, per abdomen-distended, LMP-01/11/2021, Hb-7.9 mg/dl.  The patient was advised PRBC 2 units.  The patient was put on inotropic support, nor-adrenaline and Dopamine.  The patient was advised O2 inhalation.  On 03rd November, 2021 at 06.15 p.m., the patient suffered from sudden gasping condition.  ABG showed metabolic acidosis and the patient was put on mechanical ventilator support.  BP-not recordable, HR-120/min. and inotropic support was increased. The poor prognosis was explained.  At 06.30 p.m., CPR was initiated but the patient could not revived and the patient was declared dead at 07.28 p.m. on 03rd November, 2021.  
2) It is observed that there is stark discrepancy in the clinical condition of the patient detailed in the Discharge Summary of the said Hospital, as it is mentioned at 10.30 a.m., the patient’s blood-pressure-100/60 mmHg, pulse rate-97/min., temperature-97.5 degree F. SPO-99%, whereas, in B.M. Gupta Hospital at the time of admission, the patient’s vitals were-blood pressure-80/60mmHg, temperature-100 degree F.
3) The Discharge Summary of the said Hospital suffers from the following infirmities viz. unsigned, incomplete, no proper instructions on discharge or transfer for a critical patient.  
4) It is also noted that only an application dated nil, seeking registration of Mahavir Multispeciality Hospital with the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, has been filed on 10th May, 2021 and no certificate of registration by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, has been placed on record.  It is, thus, apparent that the treatment administered to the complainant was at an unregistered hospital.  
5) On perusal of the letter head dated 22nd October, 2021 of Mahavir Multispecialty Hospital, as provided by the police, it is noted that the date of admission was mentioned as 21st October and date and time of intimation by Mr. Rakesh Kumar was mentioned as 25th October at 2.00 p.m.  
6) It is noted that as per the written statement of Dr. Angad Singh, Dr. Vikas Chaudhary who tapped 500 ml fluid and in the morning of 03rd November, 2021 at 10.30 a.m, neither appeared before the Disciplinary Committee  nor registered with the Delhi Medical Council.  Further, the Medical Superintendent, Mahavir Multispeciality Hospital also failed to ensure the presence of Dr. Vikas Chaudarhy before the Disciplinary Committee, inspite of notice.  

7) We are further pained to note the total indifference of Dr. Angad Singh who was not only involved in the case as a physician but also was the Medical Superintendent, Mahavir Multispeciality Hospital, as is reflected in his failing to present himself before the Disciplinary Committee, inspite of repeated notices, so as to render assistance in this matter. This recalcitrant attitude towards an authority which is exercising power of Civil Courts and whose proceedings are judicial in a nature, tantamount to misconduct. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, the Disciplinary Committee recommends that name of Dr. Angad Singh (Delhi Medical Council Registration No.7527) be removed from the State Medical Register of the Delhi Medical for a period of 30 days.  Further, a copy of this Order be also sent to the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi for taking appropriate action against Mahavir Multipseciality Hospital.  

Matter stands disposed.

The Order of the Disciplinary Committee dated 04th October, 2022 was taken up for confirmation before the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 19th October, 2022 wherein “whilst confirming the decision of the Disciplinary Committee, the Council observed that in facts and circumstances of this case, the punishment of removal of name of Dr. Angad Singh for a period of 30 days from the State Medical Register of the Delhi Medical Council, will not serve the interest of justice; hence, the Council directs that punishment awarded to Dr. Angad  Singh be enhanced and the name of Dr. Angad Singh (Delhi Medical Council Registration No. 7527) is removed for a period of 180 days from the State Medical Register of the Delhi Medical Council. 

The Council further observed that the Order directing the removal of name from the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council shall come into effect after 60 days from the date of the Order. 

This observation is to be incorporated in the final Order to be issued.  The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed”.
