O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, Dwarka South, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Nanak Chand, r/o- N-68/578, Majnu Ka Tilla, Delhi-110054, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sekhar Sanghi and Dr. Julika Chauhan of Center for Sight Hospital, Plot No.09, Sector 9, Dwarka, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 23rd June, 2023 is reproduced herein below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station, Dwarka South, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Nanak Chand, r/o- N-68/578, Majnu Ka Tilla, Delhi-110054 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sekhar Sanghi and Dr. Julika Chauhan of Center for Sight Hospital, Plot No.09, Sector 9, Dwarka, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Centre), in the treatment administered to complainant.
The Executive Committee perused the representation from police, written statement Dr. Ajoy Nayak Medical Superintendent of Center for Sight Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Tulika Chauhan, Dr. Shekhar Sanghi, copy of medical records of Center for Sight Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee observes that the patient Shri Nanak Chand, 38 years male, suffered a grinder induced injury with a flying foreign body on 18th September, 2019 for which he presented at Centre for Sight within few hours. The patient was seen by Dr. Tulika Chauhan, who diagnosed it as left eye open globe injury with corneal perforation with iris prolapse,  hypaema  (blood in anterior chamber) and retained intraocular foreign body (IOFB) . The vision was reduced to PL + PR accurate. There was a full thickness corneal tear from 40 clock to 80 clock, gross hypotomy and cataractous lens. Posterior segment view was not possible . The patient was explained about guarded visual prognosis (GVP), chances of infection, need for repair of corneal tear and possibility of other multiple surgeries later. On the same day i.e 18.09.2019 after taking proper written medical consent and GVP consent, left corneal repair with iris abscission was done under suitable antibiotic cover. Inj. Tetanus Toxoid was also given. 

On 19 September, 2019 vision was hand movement with accurate projection. The corneal wound was sealed. There was associated corneal oedema, cataract and severe congestion. Ultrasound of posterior segment and CT scan confirmed the presence of intravitreal foreign body (19x2mm). The case was referred to a vitreoretinal surgeon (Dr. Shekhar Sanghi) who opined against immediate foreign body removal in view of dense corneal oedema and irregular corneal surface. The patient was counselled about endophthalmitis and need for further medical conservative and surgical treatment as per the prevailing clinical scenario. The patient was next seen on 21st September, 2019 by which time the eye condition had worsened with impending signs of endophthalmitis. The patient was given suitable intravitreal anitbiotics and asked to follow up next day. The patient never came back to the Hospital .

The line of management adopted by the treating doctors was as per standard guidelines. Early and meticulous closure of the wound and removal of all uveal tissue  from the wound was correctly done. Intravitreal antibiotics for the management of endophthalmitis was also a correct step. As far as m,ṇ removal of foreign body from the posterior segment is concerned this calls for a clear media and a relatively quiet eye which can be achieved by conservative treatment with very careful monitoring of vital eye parameters. The same was followed here, as long as the patient was in Centre for Sight.
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Sekhar Sanghi and Dr. Julika Chauhan of Center for Sight Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 23rd June, 2023 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 21st August, 2023.
