The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Sushil Khatri, s/o Shri Umed Singh Khatri r/o N-8, Satyawati Colony, Delhi-110052, forwarded by Dy. Commissioner of Police North District Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Nazar Kanwar Surana Hospital, in the treatment of complainant wife Deepmala. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 28th August, 2023 is reproduced herein below:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Sushil Khatri, s/o Shri Umed Singh Khatri r/o N-8, Satyawati Colony, Delhi-110052 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Dy. Commissioner of Police North District Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of NKS Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment of complainant wife Smt Deepmala (referred hereinafter as the patient). 

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Medical Superintendent NKS Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Sunita Vashishat, copy of medical records of NKS Hospital and other documents on record. 

It is noted that as per the complaint it is alleged that on 21.01.2021, the complainant took his wife to NKS Hospital at around 11:40 pm with complaints of abdominal pain. The doctors got an ultrasound done which reported scar pregnancy. Thereafter on 22.01.2021 she was subjected to abdominal hysterectomy and discharged on 27.01.2021. Thereafter, because of negligence in the treatment, his wife suffered from swelling in the lower limbs and found difficulty in walking.  He, therefore, again consulted NKS Hospital but the doctors expressed their inability to treat his wife. He subsequently consulted Fortis Hospital, Shalimar Bagh, Delhi where after examination it was informed that because of the negligence  in  the hysterectomy procedure his wife suffered from condition of Deep Vein Thrombosis (DVT). His wife had to remain admitted for treatment at Fortis Hospital between 15.02.2021 to 18.02.2021 . The complainant, therefore, requested that his complaint be investigated and action be taken against doctors of NKS Hospital for committing medical negligence, in accordance with law. 

Dr. Sunita Vashishat, Consultant, Gynaecology, NKS Super Specialty Hospital, in her written statement averred that the patient Smt Deep Mala, 35 years female was admitted on 22.01.2021 with history of previous 2 LSCS with anemia with incomplete abortion (history of medicine taken for medical abortion from outside, self). Patient reported to casualty with heavy PV bleeding with severe anemia. She was transfused blood pre operatively and after the hemoglobin and the ultrasound report showed scar pregnancy and taking proper consent from the patient and family, she was advised total abdominal hysterectomy. The patient underwent total abdominal hysterectomy and was given 1 unit PRBC post operatively also. Thereafter the patient was discharged in stable condition without any complications on oral medication on 27.01.2021. The patient reported to the Hospital after few days with swelling in lower limbs. Then color Doppler study of both limbs was advised, as the color Doppler report was not indicating any surgical complication, the patient was referred to the Department of Vascular Surgery for further management at high center. But after that the patient never followed up at NKS Hospital. Therefore the patient allegation stands null and void. As the patient did not turn up with any relevant complaints and documents. 
In light of the above, the Executive Committee observes that the patient Smt Deep Mala, 35 years female was admitted to NKS Hospital on 22.01.2021 with previous 2 cesarian sections, bleeding P/V and severe anemia (Hb 5.4 gm/dl). It was a case of caesarian scar ectopic pregnancy.  The attending doctor namely DR. Sunita Vashishat (who is MD obst Gynaecology) performed total abdominal hysterectomy after giving pre operative and post operative blood transfusion. The operation was successful and was warranted. However patient developed deep vein thrombosis of both legs in post operative period for which she was treated by Vascular Surgeons in another hospital and did not return to the NKS Hospital. Deep vein thrombosis is a known complication of any surgery including gynae surgeries including hysterectomy. Anticoagulant can be given to high risk cases as prophylaxis (but the given patient was not high risk). It was unfortunate that patient developed DVT in post-operative period for which she was treated. 

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of NKS Hospital, in the treatment of complainant wife Deepmala. 

 Complaint stands disposed.”
