The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Shankarlal s/o Radheyshyam r/o H.No. 722/5, Gali No. 5, Lakhpat Colony, Part-1, Mithapur, Badarpur, Delhi-110044 alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Shaily Gupta of Kishwarna Charitable Eye & Medical Centre, in the treatment of complainant. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 04th January, 2023 is reproduced herein-below:- 
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Shankarlal s/o Radheyshyam r/o H.No. 722/5, Gali No. 5, Lakhpat Colony, Part-1, Mithapur, Badarpur, Delhi-110044 alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Shaily Gupta of Kishwarna Charitable Eye & Medical Centre, in the treatment of complainant.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Shaily Gupta, copy of medical records of Kishwarna Charitable Eye & Medical Centre and other documents on record.  
The Executive Committee notes that the patient Shri Shankarlal, 59 years male, came to the Hospital with decreased vision in both eyes. The vision in right eye was 5/60 and in left eye it was 6/60. A diagnosis of both eyes immature senile cataract (ISC) with dense posterior subcapsular cataract left eye was made. He was advised surgery left eye, and  as per doctor’s version necessary risks and complication were explained. The patient was assessed, pre-operatively and blood sugar and ECG were within normal limit. IOL power calculation was + 20.5D.  On 22nd November, 2021, he was taken up for Phacoemusification with IOL implantation surgery in left eye after getting duly signed consent for surgery and anaesthesia. During surgery, posterior capsular rupture (PCR) was noted and a single piece PMMA (Polymethylmethacrylate intraocular lenses) lens was put in the sulcus. Section was sutured and there was no vitreous loss . Patient was discharged on the same day. The patient subsequently was followed up (on 07.12.2021 and also subsequently (2 visits)). Vision gradually improved from 6/60 to 6/9 P with correction. A displacement of the IOL inferiorly were noted. Since the eye was quiet, the  IOL stable and vision improving to 6/9 P at the end of one month, post operative no active intervention was undertaken. In between there was history of fall in a bus while travelling. The patient consulted 2 more doctors in between on 08.12.2021 and 13.12.2021. The reported BCVA on 13.12.2021 was 6/12 as recorded by Dr. Ahmed Abdullah of Delhi Eye Centre. 

It is observed that the patient underwent an IOL implantation surgery in left eye for a immature senile cataract with posterior subcapsular cataract after all due pre operative assessment, on 22.11.2021. There was a posterior capsular rent during surgery for which a single piece PMMA lens was implanted in the sulcus. Post operatively the vision recovered gradually and at the end of one month post operative it was 6/9 P with correction. During the follow up a decentration of the IOL was noted inferiorily. However since the eye was quiet and vision good, no surgical intervention was undertaken. Posterior capsular rupture is a known complication of IOL surgery more so in cases with posterior capsular cataract. The surgery was managed as per accepted norms and necessary follow up were also done.  

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence  is made out on the part of Dr. Shaily Gupta of Kishwarna Charitable Eye & Medical Centre, in the treatment of complainant. 

Complaint stand disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 04th January, 2023 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th February, 2023.
