O R D E R 

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, Nangloi, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Kailash Chand Sharma, r/o- House NO.A1/262-263, Sultanpuri, Delhi , alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Jeewan Moti Khera Hospital, 495, Main Najagarh Road, Near Krishna Mandir, Nangloi, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 21st March, 2024 is reproduced herein below:- 
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station, Nangloi, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Kailash Chand Sharma, r/o- House NO.A1/262-263, Sultanpuri, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Jeewan Moti Khera Hospital, 495, Main Najagarh Road, Near Krishna Mandir, Nangloi, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to complainant. 

The Executive Committee perused the representation from police, copy of complaint, joint written statement of Dr. Chandan Kumar Deka, Dr. Vipul Khera Medical Superintendent Jeewan Moti Khera Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Ajay Kumar, Dr. Ankit Bansal, copy of medical records of Jeewan Moti Khera Hospital and other documents on record. 

It is noted that the complainant Shri kailash Chand Sharma, 52 years old male was  admitted in Jeewan Moti Khera Hospital on 15th March, 2022. He was investigated and diagnosed as a case of Diabetes mellitus type –II, scrotal abscess. He underwent the surgical procedure of Incision and Drainage, debridement and wound lay open, under spinal anesthesia, on 15th March, 2022, under consent. The surgery was performed by Dr. Chandan Kumar Deka. Subsequent to the surgery in the post operative period, the patient complaints of ghabrahat, breathlessness and he was shifted to ICU. The  ECG was suggestive of myocardial infarction. Troponin I was positive. The patient was referred to a higher centre for further management on 16.03.2022.

It is observed that the complainant underwent surgery under spinal anesthesia after a thorough pre-anesthetic check up and high risk consent. Standard anesthesia protocol was followed in appropriate doses . Patient had an uneventful anesthetic period. 

It is also observed that the surgical procedure of Incision and Drainage was done as per accepted professional practices in such cases. Complainant was operated after having been explained the high risk in surgery due to his underline condition of sepsis and uncontrolled sugar and due consent for the same was taken. 

Post operatively he had a cardiac event for which after consultation he was referred to a higher centre for admission to a cardiac ICU. Complainant underwent Coronary Angiography on 17th March, 2022 in Sri Balaji Action medical Institute where he was diagnosed as a case of CAD (TVD) and advised early CABG (coronary artery bypass surgery).

In our considered opinion the cardiac event in Post Incision and Drainage  procedure  cannot be attributed to the treatment administered at Jeewan Moti Khera Hospital.
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Jeewan Moti Khera Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant. 

Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 21st March, 2024 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th March, 2024.
