The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Smt. Usha Gupta, r/o, G-4, Raj Nagar, Part-II, Palam Colony, Palam, New Delhi-110077, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Inderjeet Singh Virdi, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s husband Shri Raj Kumar Gupta at Max Super Speciality Hospital, 1, Press Enclave Road, Saket New Delhi-110017.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th June, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Usha Gupta, r/o, G-4, Raj Nagar, Part-II, Palam Colony, Palam, New Delhi-110077 (referred hereinafter the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Inderjeet Singh Virdi, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s husband Shri Raj Kumar Gupta (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Max Super Speciality Hospital, 1, Press Enclave Road, Saket New Delhi-110017 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Inderjeet Singh Virdi and Dr. Sahar Qureshi, Dy. Medical Superintendent, Max Super Speciality Hospital and copy of medical records of Max Super Speciality Hospital, representation from Police Station Madhu Vihar, Post Mortem report No. 45/2013 dated 12.1.2013 and other documents on record.
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The Executive Committee observed that the patient Shri Raj Kumar Gupta, 53 years, diagnosed as Triple Vessel Coronary Artery Disease (TVCAD)  underwent  CABG  under Cardio Pulmonary Bypass on 1.9.2011. The procedure was uneventful; however, patient developed hypoxic- ischemic encephalopathy post-operatively and died after a very long hospital stay on 11.1.2013 due to septicemia and multi-organ failure secondary to fatal neurological damage.    It is observed that incidence of major stroke following CABG under Cardio pulmonary bypass is about 0.8%–5 % (stomou 2006 and Anyanwu et-al 2007).  Monitoring modalities like Near infrared spectroscopy, jugular venous bulb oxygen saturation, TCD, evoked potentials, EEG may provide timely information to surgical team regarding the brain status and the best that can be achieved to limit the further damage.  However, these modalities are not available in the operation room in most of the cardiac centres.  Brain injury secondary to cardiac surgery can be secondary to focal or global ischemia due to hypo-perfusion, embolization, inflammatory process or due to reperfusion injury and metabolic derangement due to acid-base imbalance.  In addition return of shed and processed blood via cardiotomy suction may also carry fatty emboli (10-70 micro-m) and duration of CPB time may led to major neurological complications.  Post-operative delirium (5.8%) is independent predictor of peri-operative stroke, is known to be associated with long term risk of death and stroke (martin et-al 2012).   It is evident from the provided documents that CABG was performed under standard CPB techniques.  Intra-operative variables like MAP, PaO2, Hct, pump flow, ABG, serum electrolytes were all within normal units.  It reflects that at no time the patient was managed inadequately/ improperly or neglected.  Unfortunately patient had developed a severe fatal neurological complications post CPB.  That can happen in any patient undergoing  cardio-pulmonary  bypass  but  more  common   in   old   age 
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hypertensive patients, DM, carotid artery stenosis / thrombosis, pre-existing CNS diseases and in patients with other co-morbidities.  Post-operative course of patient was managed properly, however, patient died on 11.1.2013 due to septicemia and multi-organ failure.   
In light of the above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Inderjeet Singh Virdi, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s husband late Raj Kumar Gupta at Max Super Speciality Hospital, Saket, New Delhi.  
Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th June, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 5th July, 2013.
