O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station North Rohini, Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of a complaint of Smt. Neena Grover, A/134, Guru Angad Nagar, Laxmi Nagar, Delhi- 110092 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Nayyar Vipul Ravi, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Vision Eye Hospital, F-24/136, Sector-7, (Dividing Road of 6 and 7 Sector), Rohini, New Delhi-110085 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in her loss of vision.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 25th February, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station North Rohini, Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of a complaint of Smt. Neena Grover, A/134, Guru Angad Nagar, Laxmi Nagar, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Nayyar Vipul Ravi, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Vision Eye Hospital, F-24/136, Sector-7, (Dividing Road of 6 and 7 Sector), Rohini, New Delhi-110085 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in her loss of vision.
The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police and documents submitted therewith.
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The Executive Committee observed that the patient was first seen by Dr.  Nayyar Vipul Ravi on 14th February, 2012 and diagnosed to be having cataract left eye with a vision of 6/60.  The complainant was non-diabetic and non-hypertensive.  She was on treatment for sarcoidosis and hypothyroidism.  Past treatment for tuberculoses is also on records.  She underwent an uncomplicated phacoemulsification surgery in left eye on 20th February, 2012.  Records show a post visual acuity of 6/9 on 20th February, 2012, 6/9P on 21st February, 2012 and 6/9 on 1st March, 2012.  The cornea was clear and recorded fundal glow was good.  The complainant was seen again on 10th March, 2012 when vision recorded was 6/12 with A/C flare and cells were noted.  Appropriate local treatment was given.  The complainant presented with pain and decreased vision in left eye on 25th March, 2012.  A diagnosis of acute anterior uveitis with corneal haze was made.  The complaint was given necessary treatment   including   systemic   steroids.    The  complainant remained on regular follow-up till 5th April, 2012.  In between the complainant was seen by retina specialists privately, at Rajendra Prasad Eye Centre, New Delhi and also at Chaudhary Eye Centre.  Serial ultrasounds were also done Diagnosis of acute post-operative endophthalmitis with secondary glaucoma was made.  Two intravitreal injections of antibiotic and antifungal were given on 29th March, 2012 and 1st April, 2012.  Pars plana vitrectomy was not done because of corneal haze.  The vision in this acute phase had dropped to perception of light with nasal inaccurate projection of rays and this did not improve despite the treatment given.  The complaint subsequently left against medical advice on 5th April, 2012.  Subsequently the complainant got herself shown in Guru Gobind Singh International Eye Research Institute where the left eye was probably eviscerated.  The swab and culture report showed bacterial and fungal infection.  
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Looking at the case scenario, this eye seems to have developed a post-operative endophthalmitis and though was treated as per prescribed protocol did not respond to the treatment given and subsequently the eye had to be eviscerated.  Endophthalmitis is a known dreaded complication of intraocular surgery.  The doctor concerned, as per records, treated the complainant as per prescribed protocol on a regular basis.  Though the end result was not as per expectations, prima-facie, no negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Nayyar Vipul Ravi, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Vision Eye Hospital.
Matter stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 25th February, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medial Council in its meeting held on 27th February, 2013.
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
