O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Deepak Gupta r/o. Plaza Farm, Khasra No. 736, Mandi Road, Mehrauli, New Delhi-110030, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Raj Kubba of 10, Aradhana Enclave, R.K. Puram, Sector-13, Ring Road, New Delhi – 110066 and Dr. Manish Pahwa of Max Super Speciality Hospital, Saket, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Raghav Gupta.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 8th August, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow :-
“The Executive Committee of Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Deepak Gupta r/o. Plaza Farm, Khasra No. 736, Mandi Road, Mehrauli, New Delhi-110030 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Raj Kubba of 10, Aradhana Enclave, R.K. Puram, Sector-13, Ring Road, New Delhi – 110066 and Dr. Manish Pahwa of Max Super Speciality Hospital, Saket, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Raghav Gupta (referred hereinafter as the patient).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Manish Pahwa, Dr. Sahar Qureshi, Dy. Medical Superintendent, Max Super Speciality Hospital and Dr. Raj Kubba and copy of medical records of Max Super Speciality Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee observed that the patient Raghav Gupta, 15 years, is a known case of cerebral palsy with history of seizures on epileptics.  He presented with a skin rash to the said Hospital where he was examined by Dr. Manish Pahwa.  A provisional diagnosis of Dermatitis Artefath (? Chemical burn was made).  At  the  time  of  examination and on 
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subsequent investigations, patient parameters were normal and there was no toxemia.  The process of investigations adopted by Dr. Manish Pahwa is as per standard practice.  Further as per records the doctor was not consulted again as the patient was not brought for scheduled follow up.  
The Executive Committee further notes that Dr. Raj Kubba in his written statement, denied ever treating the patient. 

In light of the above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima facie no case of medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. Manish Pahwa and Dr. Raj Kubba in the treatment administered to the patient at Max Super Speciality Hospital. 

Complaint stands disposed.”
