The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of  Shri Manoj Tuli, E-60, Himkunj Apartment, Sector-14, Rohini, Delhi–110085, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. I.C. Premsagar and Sri Bajalji Action Medical Institute, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother late Sunder Tuli at Sri Action Medical Institute, FC-34, A-4, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi – 110063.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 8th July, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of  Shri Manoj Tuli, E-60, Himkunj Apartment, Sector-14, Rohini, Delhi–110085 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. I.C. Premsagar and Sri Bajalji Action Medical Institute, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother late Sunder Tuli (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Sri Action Medical Institute, FC-34, A-4, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi – 110063 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in her death on 25th May, 2012.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. I.C. Premsagar and Medical Superintendent, Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute, copy of medical records of Sir Balaji Action Medical Institute and other documents on record.
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The Executive Committee observed from the available records that the patient, a diagnosed case of diabetes for more than twenty years (and a diagnosed case of Parkinson) was admitted with a head injury.  In a Glasgow coma scale score of 7/8, the patient probably died on ventilator failure secondary to aspiration pneumonia/pulmonary edema, a well known complication of severe head injury in the elderly.  While the immediate death appears to be acute respiratory failure, the case of which was head injury and the underlying disease was DM/Parkinson.

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. I.C. Premsagar and Sri Bajalji Action Medical Institute, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother late Sunder Tuli at Sri Action Medical Institute.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 8th July, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 16th August, 2013.
