O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive  Committee examined a complaint of Shri P.K. Handa (referred hereinafter as the complainant) r/o. C-8, 2nd Floor, East of Kailash, New Delhi – 110065, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Vinod Sharma of National Heart Institute, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother-in-law Smt. Chander Kanta Dhingra (referred hereinafter as the patient) at National Heart Institute (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), 49-50, Community Centre, East of Kailash, New Delhi. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th October, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri P.K. Handa (referred hereinafter as the complainant) r/o. C-8, 2nd Floor, East of Kailash, New Delhi – 110065, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Vinod Sharma of National Heart Institute, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother-in-law Smt. Chander Kanta Dingra (referred hereinafter as the patient) at National Heart Institute (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), 49-50, Community Centre, East of Kailash, New Delhi. 

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Wg Cdr B. Jena, Administrator, National Heart Institute, copy of medical records of National Heart Institute and other documents on record. 

The Executive Committee observed that the patient is a case of Diabetes Mellitus, Hyptetension, CAD.  Post CABG LV dysfunction.  LVEF = 35 %.  The patient was admitted three times from 20.8.2012 to 21.9.2012.  The 
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patient had multiple complaints for which she had to be admitted repeatedly.  Ultimately she was discharged in Hemodynamically stable condition.  

In view of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima facie, no case of medical negligence is made out against Dr. Vinod Sharma of National Heart Institute, in the treatment administered to the patient Smt. Chander Kanta Dingra at National Heart Institute. 

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th October, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th November, 2013.
