The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Dharam Prakash Garg, A-112, Ashok Vihar, Phase–III, Delhi-110052, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Sushila Garg at Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre, Sector-V, Rohini, Delhi – 110085.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 8th July, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Dharam Prakash Garg, A-112, Ashok Vihar, Phase–III, Delhi-110052 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Sushila Garg (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre, Sector-V, Rohini, Delhi – 110085.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint and documents submitted therewith.

The Executive Committee observed that the patient was suffering from aggressive type of breast cancer, in surgical pathological specimen report it is reported as Infiltrating Ductal Carcinoma Grade 3, it had infiltrative margins with extensive lymph node involvement. This type of cancer progresses rapidly and may not be evident in initial investigations when FNAC (two times), Scintimammography, Mammography  failed  to  label as malignant.  The decision was benign 
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disease. The process of investigation adopted by Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre is as per standard practice, however, biopsy could have been considered. The patient developed liver metastasis within two-three months of completion of chemotherapy, it again stresses the very aggressive disease and these patients usually have very poor prognosis. 

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Sushila Garg at Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 8th July, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 16th August, 2013. 
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
