The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Akhilesh Kumar r/o. H. No. 11, 3rd Floor, Pocket-B7 , Sector–4, Rohini, Delhi–110085, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Nisha Jain and Saroj Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Ms. Jyoti at Saroj Hospital, Plot No. 2, Institutional Area, Sector-14 Extension, Near Madhuban Chowk, Rohini, New Delhi – 110085.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th March, 2014 is reproduced hereinbelow:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Akhilesh Kumar r/o. H. No. 11, 3rd Floor, Pocket-B7 , Sector–4, Rohini, Delhi–110085 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Nisha Jain and Saroj Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Ms. Jyoti (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Saroj Hospital, Plot No. 2, Institutional Area, Sector-14 Extension, Near Madhuban Chowk, Rohini, New Delhi – 110085 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, joint reply thereto of Dr. Nisha Jain, Sr. Consultant Gynaecologist and Dr. Renu Gupta, Clinical Assistant, Saroj Hospital, made to Directorate of Health Services and copy of medical records of Saroj Hospital, as supplied by Directorate of Health Services and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee observes that the patient was fully booked case during antenatal period.  The patient was properly counseled regarding thin lower uterine segment, and chances of complications in view of that.  If the patient waits with labour pains at home, then further thinning can take place with uterine contractions.  Extension of uterine incision is known to occur when lower segment is thin while delivering the baby.  It is noted that appropriate steps were taken to take care of haemostasis.
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Nisha Jain and Saroj Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Ms. Jyoti at Saroj Hospital.
Matter stands disposed.”
